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	Reason for change:
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	Service brokering is a term used to encapsulate the functions of service selection, service provisioning, feature or service interaction and service chaining. On AS level (incl. OSA), there are no defined mechanisms or semantics that address the full scope of service brokering, in particular selection and provisioning for multi service usage requireing service interaction and service chaining. 

It is necessary to handle service brokering at AS level (incl. OSA) in a consistent way.
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	This CR proposes a requirement for support of service brokering (including brokering between OSA applications and OSA services) that is consistent with support elsewhere in the 3GPP system

Service Brokering Function 

Service Brokering support requires capabilities like Service Selection, Service Provisioning, Feature Interaction and Service Chaining. The concept of Service brokering in this context is the ability to package, provision and supply a set of applications or services onwards to the application server implementing the business logic that requires the use of such a service broker functionality. 

The Service Broker function shall enable the delivery of multiple services in an operator network in a managed and controlled fashion. Therefore whenever an event occurs, there is a need to ensure that the set of applications or services that may act upon that event are invoked in a manner that does not conflict with any other application or service defined in the provisioned package of applications or services. 

The various functional elements in the AS layer needs consistent support for Service Brokering.  This includes:
· Provisioning and Management of all data necessary to support service brokering 

· Evaluation of service brokering data to control execution of service scenarios

· OSA Service Brokering should support OSA SCS Service Brokering and OSA Application Service Brokering.
Note:

Examples where a service brokering solution may apply include:

· A network event such as a call trigger may result in the need to resolve conflicts between different applications and functional elements in the AS layer.

· An OSA SCS may generate an event that may result in the need to resolve conflicts between different applications and functional elements in the AS layer.
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
