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At the last SA1 CR 21 to 42.068 on “Enhancements for VGCS Applications” was agreed. 

One new requirement (section 4 bullet r) concerns the transfer of time-critical data. In this case the amount of data that needs to be transferred is very small (5 bytes). The requirement should reflect this limitation as this allows usage of existing mechanisms of VGCS.
In agreement with the other contributing companies Siemens proposes to clarify the paragraph and add an additional sentence as shown below:
q) Optionally, it shall be possible for a service subscriber or dispatcher in a voice group call to send a small amount of application-specific data (e.g 140 bytes) to the network for distribution to group call members. The network shall distribute the data to all service subscriber group call members and, subject to information available in the network and/ or provided by the sender, to dispatchers connected to the group call and/ or a VGCS application (in an external server or network-based). 

The data may be critical, in which case transfer shall be within a short time period (not more than 500ms) without impacting voice quality of the group call. In this case the amount of data that needs to be transferred is less than 5 bytes. 

For contention resolution purposes, a service subscriber request to send application-specific data may be assigned a higher priority than a ‘normal’ or ‘privilege’ request to talk or a lower priority than all requests to talk.  
Siemens proposes to agree the attached revised CR 21  rather than the original one contained in document SP-060037.
