Justification

There is an interest for supporting service level interworking between Short Message (SM) and existing Immediate Messaging (IM) services, which enables the communication between both:

· SMS capable terminals and IM capable terminals that do not support SMS, and
· IM capable terminals and SMS terminals that do not support IM.
However it is foreseen that this work item should limit its IM services consideration to 3GPP IMS Immediate Messaging and OMA IM SIMPLE. Furthermore OMA MGW IM has such requirements for interworking between the SIMPLE IM Enabler and SMS and request 3GPP to develop this capability (see SP-060851)
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Objective

To begin with, this work item will have for objective to determine what are the scenarios where service-level interworking between SMS (CS based, PS based and IP based SMS) and  IM services would be applicable under the scope of 3GPP. 
In a second step, this work item will implement the solution(s) that fulfil the required service-level interworking scenarios and requirements.
This work item should consider in priority (but not being limited to) the following aspects:

· Determining the scenarios where this service-level interworking is applicable.

· Providing a consistent service experience to the user when this service-level interworking takes place.

· Providing a mechanism to support interworking between IM and SMS service-.

· Providing the service-level interworking authorisation. 
· Charging principles on interworking need to be studied.
