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1. Overall Description:

TSG-SA thanks TSG-CT for the LS in CP-070499 (SP-070438). Also LSs from SA3 in S3-070452 (SP-070447) and from CT4 in C4-070876 (SP-070254) are related to the same topic.
TSG-SA can provide following answers for the issues raised by TSG-CT:

1) Is it correct according to the Rel-7 architecture to have an HSS without IMS support, i.e. a stand-alone Rel-7 HLR that does not have a Diameter interface?
Answer: Yes

2) Is an HSS which has only HLR functionality aligned with the current understanding of the architecture defined in TS 23.002?

Answer: Yes

3) Is it a valid option for a Rel-7 BSF to retrieve Authentication Vectors from a Pre-Rel-6 HLR?
Answer: Yes

The replies are based on the fact that IMS is an optional functionality. Because an HSS can exist in the architecture with HLR functionality only (i.e., Stand-alone HLR), the MAP based Zh' specification needs to be normative. Related to this, TSG-SA approved CR0123 to TS 33.220, provided by SA3, in SP-070338 (S3-070453), indicating the normativeness of Zh'.
TSG-SA assumes that the provided answers allow TSG-CT, CT4 and SA3 complete the remaining work in Rel-7 on this functionality.
