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1. Overall Description:

TSG CT thank TSG SA WG1 for their LS regarding the support of roamers in CSG. TSG CT discussed at length whether this change to the requirements would affect the WG approved CRs from TSG CT WG4 which propose to define the CSG data for HPLMN support in the HSS. Some delegates believed that the proposed change to the requirements could mean that the HSS impact might no longer be needed as a single data base solution could be offered for both HPLMN and VPLMN solutions while others believed that the WG agreed CRs should be retained for HPLMN solution and an alternative considered only for users not having any subscription.

TSG CT could not decided whether the CSG requirements, as currently defined, implicitly require the CSG data to be considered as subscription data and therefore must be defined in the HSS as it is understood that for roamers this could not be the case. TSG CT asks SA1 to clarify the service requirements so that TSG CT could decide on this point.

As the SA1 CR to TS 22.011 CR#139 attached in the incoming LS has not be approved by TSG SA it was agreed that the CRs from TSG CT WG4 in CP-080688 should be reverted back to the WG but only on the condition that the SA1 CR is agreed at TSG SA. If the change to the requirements as proposed by TSG SA WG1 is not approved by TSG SA then the WG agreed CRs will be agreed.

2. Actions:

To TSG SA WG 1.

ACTION: 
TSG CT asks TSG SA WG1 to clarify (and reply to TSG CT WG4) whether it should be understood that the CSG data is subscription data and thus allowing TSG CT to determine if this should be defined in HSS.

To TSG SA 
ACTION: 
TSG CT asks TSG SA be aware that approval of CP-080688 has the inverse dependency on SA1 CR S1-084408 (TS 22.011 C#139) or any similar version or substantive change to the requirements; i.e. if TSG SA approves the SA1 CR then the CT4 CRs are automatically rejected.
