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1. Overall Description:
3GPP thanks ATIS, BBF, and TISPAN for their correspondence related to FMC and the upcoming workshop.  3GPP can confirm that ATIS, BBF and TISPAN are invited to the workshop, however the participants should be aware that the focus of the workshop will be the use cases, requirements, and architectural assumptions associated with BBF WT203 (or candidates for inclusion in WT203).
The formal agenda for the workshop will be available in early January, however 3GPP can already provide the following guidance:

1. Key Goals of the Workshop:
a) Agreement on the use cases and requirements related to FMC.  This is the primary goal as the formal deadline for approving new requirements for 3GPP Rel-10 is March 2010.  Any areas where completion of requirements may extend beyond March 2010 also need to be identified.  

b) Identification of architectural assumptions and areas needing further discussion.  Identification of areas of general agreement as well as areas needing further work is anticipated.
c) Identification of next steps in progressing the work.

These agreements are of course not binding on any of the organizations, but are expected to be used to progress the work within the organizations.

2. Scope of the Workshop:

The workshop will primarily focus on FMC interworking.  It is expected to address the aspects covered in WT-203:

· End-to-End QOS and Policy Control

· AAA and Subscriber Management

· Session Control

· Mobility and Roaming

Contributions on convergence are not prohibited, but have secondary priority and will be addressed on a time available basis.

3. Source of Contributions:
Each organization is permitted a single “Who we are/what we are doing” contribution.  The remaining contributions are expected to come from companies or groups of companies.  These contributions should be based as much as possible to what has already been agreed within the organizations. Points that do not have common agreement should be clearly identified.
