5.1.6 Served user identification

Subscription Id is a field used in both online and offline charging information to identify the served user for the specific leg of an IMS session. A list of Subscription Id(s) shall contain the Private and/or Public user Id(s) for the served user.

In the case when the served user is obtained from the P-Header P-Served-User (can be available in P-CSCF, S-CSCF and AS) then it shall also be used as Subscription-Id in both online and offline charging.
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
