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Abstract:
For ETWS, default ON is recommended.
For ETWS capable UEs, regardless of where they are delivered to the market around the world, source companies propose as follows:
NOTE: 
ETWS capable UE is UE which has the capability of receiving Warning Notifications specific to ETWS within Notification Areas through the 3GPP network and conforms to the behaviour specific to ETWS such as display of the Warning Notification upon reception.
It is strongly recommended to have default configuration for enabling the display of ETWS warning messages.
In Japan, ETWS is encouraged to be utilized widely; operators there currently pre-configure the ETWS capable UEs with the default setting ON. The source companies believe the default setting ON benefits users who are not necessarily accustomed to change such a setting. Setting errors could lead to fatal consequences that must be avoided.
It is recommended to pay attention not to cause confusion in ETWS operation when changing existing specifications.
In Japan, ETWS and ETWS capable UEs are already widely used. Source companies believe ETWS operation should continue on the default ON basis smoothly in any circumstances.
Source companies would like to request the above recommendations be reflected in the discussion.
