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1. Overall Description:

TSG-SA discussed prioritisation of features for Rel-12 during its plenary #61. For the feature on User Plane Congestion Management (UPCON), SA decided to group the following subfeatures, using the classification from SP-130337 (attached), into three groups that are each seen to be useful as a package:

(TD): Traffic Differentiation (A), (E)
(CD): Congestion Detection (C)
(CR): Congestion Reporting (D), (F), (H-Rx)

RAN Traffic Differentiation
(C)
RAN Congestion Detection

(D)
RAN Congestion Reporting
(E)
Dynamic Policy Control for (A)
(F)
CN Congestion Mitigation with dynamic policy control, per subscriber policies,

after Congestion Reporting

(H-Rx)
App Specific UP Prioritization - Rx enhancement aspect only
NOTE: Subfeatures (E), (F) and (H-Rx) do not require work in RAN
TSG-SA requests SA2 for the (TD) and (CD) packages to focus only on scoping the work for RAN, i.e. identify what it is that RAN needs to do in support. 
TSG-SA requests SA2 for the (CR) package to scope the work for RAN, but allows SA2 to continue working, until the next round of plenaries, on functionality that does not require work to be done by RAN, using the normal contribution-based approach.

TSG-SA also requests SA2 to communicate its progress to the relevant groups in time to be taken into account during the next RAN#62 plenary, which is scheduled before SA#62.

2. Actions:

TSG-SA asks SA2 to communicate its progress to the relevant groups in time to be taken into account during the next RAN#62 plenary, which is scheduled before SA#62.
