	Consequences if not included in Release 12:
	Group Communication for LTE supporting critical communication and other services cannot be provided. Important planned deployments from operators and public safety authorities will have to be postponed.


Abstract of document:
TR 23.768 studies the provision of Group Communication System Enablers for LTE (GCSE_LTE) based on GCSE_LTE service requirements defined by SA1 in TS 22.468.

The study has converged to a solution based on reusing unicast bearers in conjunction with eMBMS architecture from TS 23.246 to support point-to-multipoint service for group communication. The study also describes how service continuity is performed when a UE switches between unicast and multicast delivery mode, and how the application level (e.g., GCSE AS) can use GC2 (a new interface) to support on a common, media-independent basis group communication for LTE. Roaming aspects have also been addressed.
