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Abstract of the contribution: this paper proposes that SA offers guidance to SA2 to schedule NexGen in a manner which allows for parallel development of any other SA2 topics. Details are left to SA2 leadership.
Discussion

Work on 5G/NexGen has started in SA2 and the approval of the Study Item has triggered discussion via the SA2 email reflector (as well as offline) on SA2 work planning. Specifically as to whether parallel sessions can be scheduled against NexGen.
The authors observe that while the 5G/NexGen work will be ongoing we still expect a significant volume of EPS enhancements that will need to be handled for the at least this release, and possibly in future releases, in SA2. The current EPS-related SA2 workload for Rel-14 SA2 seems to confirm this.
At the RAN 5G workshop, many companies indicated that they want to see parallel EPS evolution [1]. This desire needs to be represented across an aligned SA, CT & RAN output.
As a result of these observations, the authors propose that SA2 needs to accommodate NexGen in parallel to any other SA2 topics at least for the ongoing Rel-14.
Proposal

SA brings attention to companies that NexGen may run in parallel to certain EPS evolution topics at least at least for the ongoing Rel-14. As such companies should consider making appropriate adjustment to their delegation, if needed, to support such efforts.
The specific arrangements e.g. AH meeting, parallel sessions is left to the discretion of SA2 leadership
