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1. Introduction
SA3 #82 agreed CR 0036 to 3GPP TS 43.020 (S3-160285) that adds new algorithms (GEA5, GIA4 and GIA5) for the Release 13 EASE deliverable and sent a liaison to ETSI SAGE (S3-160291) requesting them to deliver the required specifications.  This is normal practice for 3GPP related algorithm development.

It is normal practice for 3GPP to agree 3 TS's for each type of algorithm: a design specification, an implementer's test data document and a design conformance test document.  ETSI SAGE either delivers this as content that can be put into a 3GPP specification or as references to ETSI SAGE documents that contain the content. This is normal practice for 3GPP related algorithm development.

Vodafone are bringing this work item proposal to plenary as a company contribution to respect the timescales for the EASE Release 13 items.  We are confident that the work can be completed in both ETSI SAGE (Vodafone's Steve Babbage chairs this group) and SA3 in time for SA#72 if the WID is approved at this plenary.  Vodafone has socialised this approach on the SA3 email list and by direct communication with significant parties and no significant issues have been communicated to us with this approach.
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
