Abstract of document:

Currently, short range and low power devices, such as wearable devices, are connecting to the network behind a smart phone, and are not visible to the cellular network. 3GPP has defined requirements for UE-to-network relay in TS 22.278 but these requirements are restricted to the use of public safety only, preventing applicability to consumer use cases such as for wearables. Furthermore, session continuity between a direct UE/Network link and a relayed link is not currently possible. We then estimate one SA1 meeting to be needed to complete this WID.
