Discussion
Work on priority sharing and pre-emption for mission critical applications has been going via work item TEI14 throughout 2016. Although most of the work on the topic was completed  by Septemeber 2016, due to the  technical complexity of the issue and the many interactions involved, reaching technical agreement on all aspects that needed to be addressed or fixed within Rel-14 did not happen until the SA2 meeting #118 in Novemeber 2016. The changes involved  are captured in the SA2 endorsed CR 1073 against TS 23.203  (in SP-160908); several companies contributed text to the CR.  Further functional changes on this topic are not expected in Rel-14.  
The functionality provided by the CR for mission critical applications has been identified as beneficial by SA6.  Three independent use cases are documented on the CR cover page explaining the need. It is very important to include in Rel-14 the functionality prescribed by CR1073, because Rel-14 mission critical services were extended to include MCVideo and MCData, which would normally require additional bearers versus just Rel-13 (which is limited to MCPTT service, many times requiring only one bearer). When multiple bearers are involved, application level directives and preferences need to be considered for handling priority and pre-emption. In particular, proper handling of the pre-emption capability and vulnerability of emergency and imminent peril bearers is essential.     
Proposal
SA to approve CR 1073 in SP-160908 for TS 23.203 Rel-14 in order to provide reliable support for Mission Critical applications.
