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Abstract of the contribution:

This paper proposes a modification of text for approval as the extended Terms of Reference for TSG SA WG6. 
Discussion
SA at SA#65 established a new working group to cover application specific, public safety work within 3GPP and the terms of reference for the new group were established in SA#66.
When the creation of SA6 was originally discussed in SA#65, there was wide support for revisiting the Terms of Reference for SA6 in the next release (Release 14) to determine if sufficient progress had been made on mission critical applications such that a modification of the Terms of Reference could be made that would allow application work in addition to critical applications to be brought to the Working Group. 
SA at SA#70 discussed a proposal of expanding the scope of SA WG6 in SP 150734. Following the discussion an LS in SP 150848 was sent from SA to SA WG6 with the following text:

"During TSG SA #70, a proposal to change the Terms of Reference (TOR) for SA6 was considered. The proposal was to expand the scope of SA6 to include application architecture work (as described by the current SA6 TOR) beyond that related to critical communications. After presentation of the proposal, there followed a discussion, of how to address new application areas beyond that represented by MCPTT. 

SA agreed that new application architecture related study and work item proposals (not related to critical communications) should first be brought to SA Plenary for discussion. The approval and assignment to the appropriate working group, of such proposals, will be determined on a case-by-case basis. If necessary, as a consequence of approving such proposals, SA Plenary will consider if TOR modifications are required for SA6, or other 3GPP Working Group, in order to accommodate such work."
We believe that such progress has been made, and that in light of the expected workload for Release 15 (including mostly the enhancements to MC service architecture for left over requirements from Release 14), it is possible for the Working Group to take on standardization for topics outside of the critical communications context; such as a common API framework. 
Proposal
It is proposed the following text is approved as the extended Terms of Reference for TSG SA WG6. Original text proposed for removal is shown deleted as strikethrough with highlight for ease of analysis:

Definition, evolution and maintenance of technical specification(s) for application layer functional elements and interfaces supporting critical communications (e.g. Mission Critical Push To Talk), including:

Relevant application architectural aspects (including both network and terminal aspects)
Definition of reference points for interactions between application functional elements
Allocation of application functions to particular subsystems and elements

Generating information flows between reference points within scope
Identification of application protocols

Based on clearly identified service and feature requirements and in co-operation with the other 3GPP WGs, identify application related architecture, functional elements, interfaces, reference points, and protocol aspects required to support critical communications that utilise 3GPP-based systems.

Identify and provide application level functional requirements to other 3GPP WGs, according to their expertise, where additional functionality needs to be specified that impacts existing architecture, reference points, interfaces, protocols or transport bearer capabilities provided by the 3GPP-based system (e.g. IMS, EPS, ProSe).

Design, specify and maintain application level requirements, architecture, interface(s) and protocol(s) to support interworking with other critical communication applications in collaboration with the relevant SDOs.

Work with relevant groups from other SDOs to make use of expertise available to support the development of specifications under the responsibility of SA6.

Initially Mission Critical Communications (e.g. MCPTT) will be the focus of work.
