1. Overall Description:
TSG SA thanks ITU-T SG2 for their “LS to 3gpp regarding application for MulteFire alliance MCC/MNC” in SG2-TD290-R1/GEN.
MF work is outside of the scope of 3GPP, but the understanding of TSG SA is that use of a "well-known" MCC/MNC is considered by the MulteFire Alliance (MFA) as the best way to enable the use cases mentioned in the MFA. According to current specification, operating a 3GPP-compliant system is impossible without a PLMN-ID value.  As such, the request of a well-known PLMN ID by MFA seems justified from 3GPP perspective if this is a technical solution that enables the MFA use cases and it is considered technically sufficient by MFA.
