1. Overall description:

A mechanism to enable the UE to select the VPLMN based on the preferred PLMN list sent by the HPLMN for 5G is being defined in CT1 in Release 15 (C1-183181/C1-183182) and SA3 has defined a security  solution in SA3#91-Bis for the CR (S3-182010).

2. Recommendations for Way Forward
With the SA3 security solution completed  to include AUSF function to secure the procedure, it is expected that SA2 would first need to provide the related SBA information flows, only then CT4 can start working on the APIs so that CT4 can  create new APIs for the AUSF providing the SoR security. In order to get the work 100% complete in SA3, SA2, CT1 and CT4 the following actions will be required:

1) SA3 needs to make sure that the security solution  as seen in S3-182010 is stable and extra work for Rel-15 will not impact the progress in other WGs.
2) 
3) SA2 will create and approve the SBA information flows for the AUSF SoR security in the next SA2 meeting in Vilnius, 2-6 July 2018.
4) With completion and stable SA2 work on SBA information flows, CT4 starts to define the API during their two meetings in the upcoming quarter until CT#81 to complete the related work by 100%
5) CT1 may also need to consider if further CRs are needed to reflect the SA2 and CT4 aspects in its solution. 
6) CT6 continues to investigate  the issues and possible solutions for supporting  interaction with USIM.
This requires that all groups report 100% completion on SoR to  CT#81/SA#81 plenary meetings in September to be in Rel-15. If the work would NOT be indicated 100% complete in one or more of mentioned groups, the risk of the AUSF SoR security slipping out of R15 will be assessed.  
To address the concerns as expressed by some operators (SP-180557) and their strong preference of not having to support  this SoR solution to provide roaming services to in-bound roaming UEs,  necessary changes are required in the above relevant WG’s to make sure that the function may not be supported by VPLMN if the VPLMN operator chooses to do so with its roaming partner.
