Justification

Interconnection and migration between mission critical systems are necessary to provide inter-system communication for purposes such as operational support and mutual aid between mission critical systems in different security domains operated by different mission critical organizations. A number of requirements are listed in 3GPP TS 22.280.

SA6 conducted a study on mission critical migration and interconnection between MCPTT systems, with a scope that included the mission critical services of MCPTT, MCVideo and MCData. The study, contained in 3GPP TR 23.781, identified key issues and different solutions for interconnection and migration. Normative work in Rel-15 added functionality for configuration needed for interconnection and migration, for migration, for affiliation for interconnection group calls and adaptation of group calls for MCPTT and MCVideo for interconnection in the form of a generic procedure.
Further work is needed to include procedures for interconnection and migration which include but are not limited to:

-
Private call for MCPTT and MCVideo;
- 
Additional MCVideo services such as video pull and video push; and
-
MCData services.

Objective

The SA6 objectives are as follows:

-
Implement normative changes to existing MC service related stage-2 specifications to include additional procedures, information flows and configuration to complete the functionality described in the justification above. 


Solutions may be based on those described in 3GPP TR 23.781. Existing, standardized mechanisms shall be utilized where possible and justified. SA6 should discuss the technical viability of the solutions with other working groups when necessary.
