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1. Overall Description:

TSG SA and TSG RAN thank ITU-T SG 12 for their Liaison on Draft new Recommendation E.RQST – “KPI targets for mobile networks” (ITU_T_SG12-LS68).

TSG SA and TSG RAN would like to outline to ITU-T SG12 that KPI parameters reside in the responsibility of SA WG5.

KPI parameters for GSM, UMTS and LTE are specified in 3GPP Technical Specifications, namely in 3GPP TS 32.410 for GSM and UMTS in terms of common and specific GSM and UMTS KPI parameters and in 3GPP TS 32.450 and 3GPP TS 32.451 for E-UTRAN, 3GPP TS 32.454 for IMS and 3GPP TS 32.455 for EPC. These form the basis for defining KPI targets, which is outside the scope of 3GPP standardization.

Thus, TSG SA and TSG RAN would like to emphasize that the currently defined KPI parameters for GSM, UMTS and LTE networks are sufficient; the approach taken by ITU-T SG12 in the Draft new Recommendation to specify KPI targets / thresholds is hence not supported by 3GPP.

TSG SA and TSG RAN kindly ask ITU-T SG12 to take the above into account in their work.
