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Introduction

A Release 2000 ad hoc was held from the 6th to 8th September 2000 in Slough, UK. It was chaired by Tommi Kokkola from Nokia and the secretary was Michael Clayton from the MCC.

Status review, verification of agenda

Agenda at document 150 was agreed. 

2
Review on SA Plenary ad hoc results 

Document 153 contained the report of the 3GPP TSG SA Ad-Hoc on Work Plan for next Releases. Also, documents 154 (Draft Principles of 3GPP Work Planning - Release Mechanisms), 155 (Framework for planned content of next Release) and 156 (3GPP Work Planning for 2000-2001) were presented for information.

Essentially, it was agreed in the ad hoc that the work for R00 should be split into to releases called Release 4 and Release 5. Detailed content of R4 and R5 is still to be decided, but release 5 will most likely contain complete requirements for the IM subsystem and anything else that cannot be provided for Release 4, which, by default will contain the rest.

An extract of the report stated:

Draft Principles of 3GPP Work Planning - Release Mechanisms, complete group

It is proposed to have UMTS Releases independent of the calendar and to call them e.g. R4, this number corresponding to the first digit of the applicable specifications version number. It is expected to produce a new Release roughly every 12 months. The spec version numbering scheme is kept unchanged (second digit incremented when new corrections are incorporated, first digit incremented when the spec becomes applicable to the next release).

The use of a Work Plan is confirmed, with the clarification that it shall cover all the current and foreseen items independently of the Release they apply.

Conclusion:  agreed by this group. To be sent on the SA, CN, T and RAN reflectors, and to be formally approved at next SA plenary.

SA1 LS on Service continuity was postponed to SA plenary by the Helsinki ad hoc. 

Document 171/00 contained a review of the CRs approved in Taastrup Due to potential creation of R4 and R5 based on SA ad hoc at Helsinki. The documents proposes to see how CRs approved at S1 for R2000 could be allocated to R4 and R5. All items dealing with complete IP Multimedia CN SS has been tentatively assigned to R5. All other issues are part of R4.  This was noted, particularly in light of the provision of documents 167/00, 168/00, 169/00 and 170/00.

Documents 167/00 and 168/00 contained a split of Taastrup document S1-000597. This was done to separate the general changes that may be related to R4 and the changes releated to IP for R5. A similar situation applied to documents 169/00 and 170/00 which was a split of Taastrup document S1-000618. All four documents were approved to be sent for email approval.

It was noted that this work is being done in anticipation of the recommendations from the ad hoc in Helsinki being accepted by SA. If they are not, or there is a difference in what is included in R4 and R5, then the work is pointless. This notwithstanding, splitting the CR does not change anything but could save time if the recommendations are accepted. The CRs will be sent to email and if approved on email to SA #9. If these documents do not achieve approval, then the original CRs will be put forward.

Another document 174/00 contained a replacement of S1-000621 to remove the cyclic reference. Since this is semantic, the CR was rejected.

Document 180/00 contained a replacement of S1-000622. In this document there is a change to the reference to the IM subsystem TS (e.g. TS 22.IM to TS 22.228). It was so trivial it was decided to approve the CR and send it to SA #9.

Drafting of TS 22.228 on "Service requirements for the IM CN Subsystem"

Document 157 (S1-000581) contained the stage 1 for the IM CN subsystem from the last SA1 meeting. Just prior to the meeting, a review of this was  made by the star council resulting in document 162. The proposed changes were reviewed together with documents:

Finalise the 22.101 CR on Subscriptions and Roaming

Document 152/00 contained the CR to 22.101 that was provided in Taastrup in document S1-000624 on subscription. Once again the CR caused a great deal of debate. Eventually, it was agreed to be put on email approval in document 183/00.

Document 151/00 contained the CR to 22.101, which was provided in document S1-000604 in Taastrup or roaming. It was noted that there was open issues with the CR at Taastrup.  The concerns raised at ad hoc we solved. The only change it change of therminology on release 2000 and making it more future proof by using termis current and previous release. It was agreed to be put on email approval in document 184/00.

5
Work plan review

A review of meeting dates was held during the meeting. Bearing in mind the work achieved at this meeting, it was decided to cancel the meeting on the 8-12 October 2000. Instead a small delegation (at least Kokkola and Cataldo) will join S2 drafting 8-12 October at Sophia Antipolis, to present SA1 work results.

The ad hoc in November (28-30) will still go on, but this will be decided on the 13th of October.

Document 181/00, a CR to 22.101 on definitions was postponed to next SA1 plenary.
