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Introduction

The third meeting on Open Service Access was held from the 18th to 19th of October, 2000 in Vienna, Austria, partly hosted by Telecom Austria and Siemens AG. The meeting was split into two parts, a joint session together with ETSI SPAN3 and 3GPP TSG CN5 and a pure S1 OSA adhoc. The OSA adhoc was chaired by Manfred Leitgeb from Siemens AG. This report has been prepared by Manfred Leitgeb.

Executive Summary

The meeting was intended to progress the work on 22.127 to describe requirements for “Open Service Access”.

The meeting agreed to introduce a Policy Management, clarified requirements on call control, enhanced charging function and identified e-Commerce and User Location to be delivered in Release 4.

A good progress was done and the result is given in an improved version (1.1.1) of the stage 1 description.

Summary of decisions reached.

· 22.127 v 1.1.1 was created and will go to S1 for approval

· LS on API to be delivered for Release 4 will go to S2 and CN5

· Policy Management was introduced

· S1 OSA Adhoc requests S1#10 to get a mandate for sending the results of from the next meeting straight to Sa#10 for approval.

· Next OSA Ad Hoc 6th to 7th of December 2000.

Detailed Meeting Report

S1O00029, Report from previous meeting
The first version of the report was distributed after the previous meeting. Minor changes from several delegates were taken into account. S1O00029 is the final version. It was briefly presented and approved without any changes.

It will be submitted to S1#10 for information.

S1O00030, 22.127 version 0.5.0

This version is based on the outcome of the previous meeting, which was version 0.4.0. Due to a word processing mishap, an agreed contribution on the Framework was not moved to version 0.4.0. The change to the Framework (as it was agreed during the last meeting in S1O00019) was incorporated into the new version 0.5.0 and it was noted.

S1O00031, Agenda

The agenda was modified in so far as the morning session of day 1 was put together with S2 VHE adhoc as a form of joint meeting.

The modified agenda was agreed.

S1O00032, Work Item Description

OSA functions feasible for Release 4 are identified herein. According to the proposal from the rapporteur, e-Commerce functions could be delivered earlier than other functions. The rational is the market need. After discussion, it was agreed to send a LS to S2 VHE and CN5 on those functions which are seen as being feasible as deliverables in Release 4. The LS is given in S1O00043 and asks for e-Commerce and User Location functions in Release 4.

S1O00033, Introduction of Policy Management, Lucent
A policy management infrastructure provides the ability for network operators to manage services and/or applications. In addition it allows application service providers the ability to manage services. Such a policy infrastructure would reside in a network provider’s domain.

The contribution clarifies the policy requirements. The proposal was slightly modified and agreed. The agreed requirement is given in S1O00040 (22.127 version 1.1.0).

S1O00034, 22.127 version 1.0.1

This version was created by the rapporteur himself and is based on version 0.5.0. It contains Editorial clean ups only. It was presented and agreed to built further on this version.

S1O00035, Charging Requirements, Siemens

This contribution elaborates requirements on  OSA to allow for a number of charging options. It had been agreed in previous meetings to support this functionality in OSA. The charging functionality of OSA enables the invoice of soft and hard goods (which potentially are provided by third parties) to the operator.

The contribution has been revised and is issued in S1O00039 again.

S1O00036, Improvements to Call Control functions, Siemens
OSA stage 1 specification Release 99 treats bearer and data session identical. Due to the introduction of IM CN subsystem as an additional network option it was felt to clarify the requirements for call control. The rational behind the proposed changes is to clearly differentiate between requirements on bearer control and requirements enabling the handling of IP multimedia connections. The requirements on IP Multimedia connections should then be defined as additions to the already existing ‘basic’ functions. The idea was agreed. However, another contribution from BT addressed the same issue. Both contribution were merged and the result was moved into 22.127 version 1.1.0 in S1O00040.

S1O00037, Removal of need to specify an address application in the terminal, Siemens on enhancements to user profile management 
The OSA Information Transfer Function allows an application to send an indication to a user respectively an application in the UE or USIM about the presence of existing information for her. Currently it is required that the application or execution environment in the terminal (e.g. MExE  SAT) needs to be referenced.

At present there is no mechanism in the terminal to address a particular application. This requirement should be removed.

The proposal was agreed. Relevant text is removed in 22.127 version 1.1.0 given in S1O00040.

S1O00038, Clarifications on Network Capabilities and Call Control, BT

The call control part of the contribution was merged with S1O00036 and agreed. The comments on the Framework was slightly modified and agreed. The result is given in 22.127 version 1.1.0, S1O00040.

S1O00039, Charging Requirements, revised version from S1O00035
The contribution was agreed and incorporated in 22.127 version 1.1.0, S1O00040.

S1O00040, 22.127 version 1.1.0

This version holds all agreed changes. It will be submitted to S1#10 for approval.

S1O00041, WID improvements 
Functions for Release 4 are identified herein and the time scale is actualised. It will be submitted to S1#10 to get confirmed.

S1 OSA adhoc requests S1#10 to confirm the continuation of work until SA#10 to improve 22.127. Further S1#10 is requested to give the mandate to S1 OSA adhoc to sent their results straight to SA#10 for approval.
