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Introduction

At present the OSA WID does not differentiate between more and less complex functions. Further more, the mapping of OSA functions was not deeply considered within S1 OSA adhoc. However, first studies on the mapping of OSA functions to the planned toolkits for Release 4 and 5 came to the result that a few set of functions could be delivered in Release 4.

S1 OSA adhoc identified function which either does not require a further mapping or the mapping could be realised by existing toolkits. 

Proposal

It is assumed that requirements on e-commerce and User Location are feasible within the context of Release 4. The rational behind the assumption is, S1 OSA adhoc believes that both (e-commerce & user location) requirements can be done by CN5 without waiting for S2 to complete their work on VHE. Further S1 OSA adhoc see a urgent market need for these requirements.

Additionally S1 OSA adhoc would like to highlight the importance of Call Control functions, i.e. the OSA functions for Call Control shall be available as soon as the underlying toolkits are supporting them.

S1 would like to get S2 VHE and CN5 opinion on the desired OSA functions as being part of Release 4. It is very important for the further planning of work to receive sufficient indications from CN5 whether CN5 is able to deliver the requested OSA functions in the Release 4 time frame.
