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Currently, there is not clearly stated about the following points on Privacy Exception List.

(1) Number of LCS client listed in Privacy Exception List

(2) Whether there is a requirement to control privacy for CS domain service and PS domain service within the same LCS client

(1) According to the stage2 specification, the number of LCS client can be listed in Privacy Exception List is 5.  There is no description on this point and we believe that the standard shall support as many as possible and it shall leave the decision to the operator.  We think 5 client is not enough for the user.  The user may subscribe a few operator specified services, a few Internet Service Providers and company Intranet etc.  Therefore, we propose to extend the number of LCS client can be listed in Privacy Exception List to at least 10 and send LS to S2 to study this requirement.

(2) There were some discussions on this topic in S2 and a clarification was needed.  The question in S2 was whether there was a requirement to identify the LCS client for CS and PS respectively in the Privacy Exception List.  Our understanding is that there is no requirement to identify and control the LCS client for CS and PS respectively and we think the current description imply this (i.e. the requirement is to identify and control the LCS client by e.g. E.164 or APN and this is not related the domain).  Therefore, we would like to have a common understanding on this point.
