13.1
Procedures for a watcher

13.1.1
Provisioning
Provisioning is an action to make the presence feature available to a watcher 

Provisioning may be:

-
General: where the feature may be made available to all watchers without prior arrangements being made with the service provider (i.e. lawful intercept).

‑
Pre‑arranged: where the feature is made available to an individual watcher only after the necessary arrangements such as login name, password has been made with the service provider.

13.1.2
Withdrawal
Withdrawal is an action taken by the service provider to remove the presence feature from the watcher. 

Withdrawal may be:

‑
General: where the presence feature is removed from all watchers
‑
Specific: where the presence feature is removed on  per watcher.

13.1.3
 Invocation

Invocation is an action to invoke the presence feature, taken by the watcher (e.g. issuing a  presence request) or automatically by the presence server as a result of a particular condition (e.g. periodic presence notification etc.).
13.1.3
 Subscription
It shall be possible for a subscribed-watcher to establish a subscription to a presentity's presence information
13.1.4
 Query
The subscribed-watcher shall be able to quesry the status of his subscription to the presentity's presence information, at any time
