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The current charging requirements document, TS22.115, outlines the charging principles for single media (e.g. speech) calls. This needs to be broadened to encompass the multi-media capabilities that will be offered via IM sessions. These sessions can be treated on an end to end/user to user basis and may also be subject to forwarding and redirection. 

SA1 requires the capability to apply the same charging principle for forwarded/redirected sessions on IMS as that used on GSM. This will enable operators to enhance the current service and charging mechanisms used so that existing revenue streams can be maintained and new mechanisms can also be introduced thus giving flexibility and continuity of customer experience from a charging perspective if required.

The change to be applied by SA1 to 22.115 is attached.

Could SA2 and SA5 please consider the application of this principle and inform SA1 if they foresee any problems. Could SA2 & SA5 please respond before the next SA1 #13 plenary starting July 9th.

Generation of Call Detail Records

The standard shall support the creation and transfer of charging records in order to facilitate:

interworking with pre-UMTS systems (e.g. GSM);

fraud management procedures;

· detailed itemised billing.

· The introduction of new services and features (e.g. multi-media) which can re-apply and evolve existing charging principles; e.g. the originating party can be charged for the connection to the forwarded/redirected party and the forwarded/redirected party can be charged for the connection to the destination to which it is forwarded/redirected.
