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Introduction

This is a follow up contribution from Motorola’s contribution S1-PS-010080 and the purpose of it is to define what type of service the presence is and its relation towards existing bearer services, teleservices and other services.


What is the presence service

The Presence Service is neither a bearer service, teleservice or supplementary service. The Presence Service is a standalone service, that may be used to enhance other type of services, such as bearer services, teleservices , IM or push services. In that sense, presence service is very similar to location services (LCS) which is defined today as a standalone service.
As such it can be offered without subscription to any other bearer service, teleservice, supplementary service, multimedia service or any other service. 
ConCLUSION 
As a result of the above brief discussion it is proposed to introduce a new clause 10 in the TS 22.141 v1.2.0 with the following content:

Interactions with Bearer and Teleservices and Other Services

The Presence Service shall support the delivery of presence information for a UE which can be either idle, has established any CS teleservice, bearer service, PS session or IMS session. 

The Presence Service can be offered without subscription to basic telecommunication services or any other services.

The operation of Presence Service shall be offered both in parallel and independent of other services - supplementary services, teleservices, bearer services or nay other services.
