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The 3GPP TSG SA WG4 wish to thank the Wireless Multimedia Forum for its response regarding our earlier request for requirements on Digital Rights Management (DRM).   The preliminary response document (S4-010486) was considered during the SA4#18 meeting in early September.  We found the information therein to be useful for our formulation of DRM requirements.  We have thus forwarded this document to the 3GPP TSG SA WG1 which is responsible for generation of requirements.  3GPP TSG SA WG1 will consider the WMF input along with contributions from other sources to produce the final list of DRM requirements.

Regarding the open questions posed by WMF in the liaison response, we believe that the answers to these questions are also in the domain of the 3GPP TSG SA WG1.  We have thus passed the questions on to 3GPP TSG SA WG1 and asked that they respond to WMF as soon as possible.

3GPP TSG SA WG4 consider content provider input to be extremely important in the formulation of DRM requirements.  We are thus very appreciative of the ongoing efforts by WMF to contact content providers and to complete the related DRM survey.  We look forward to receiving additional information from WMF when such work may be completed.  Regarding the time frame for this work, please consider that a joint meeting between the 3GPP TSG SA WG1 and 3GPP TSG SA WG4 is tentatively planned for the week of October 15th.  This meeting will provide an ideal opportunity to discuss the DRM requirements issue.   For this reason, we request that WMF provide input to this meeting, including any available results from the content provider survey.

We appreciate the efforts you are making in response to our earlier request, and we look forward to working with you on this and other issues in the future.
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
