D2 Vodafone presented a proposed LS to T2 as a response to the action point rose against SA1 in document S1-010945. The LS was aimed to:

1. assert the need to reduce the number of options in the MMS REL-5 implementation in light of the results of the recent 3GPP Future Evolution Workshop

2. state that SA1 did not see the standardisation of the persistent storage of MMS as a priority.

After some discussion and online drafting, the first point was agreed while before taking a decision on the second it was decided examine documents S1-011138, S10911307 and S1-011298. 

Since the meeting did not agree on the second point it was decided not to present the LS to the plenary for approval, at the same time Vodafone was invited to submit a revised LS containing only the first concept of the original CR and a scaled down reference to the 3GPP FEW workshop results.

S1-011138 gives a rationale of the reasons why the standardisation of the persistent storage is considered beneficial by T2 and suggests a list of possible functionalities that could be standardised in order to favour the interoperability of persistent storage machines. The document was NOTED 
S1-011307 is a proposed CR that introduces in the MMS stage 1 specifications the minimum set of requirements for the support of persistent storage which is referred to as network based repository. S1-011298 is a document from the current editor of the MMS stage 1 description suggesting some improvements to the text.

On the basis of S1-011298 and after some debate on the best way to make clear that the network based repository is an optional component of the MMS the group agreed a new change request S1-011317 that shall be submitted to the plenary for approval.
