Scope

This technical specification introduces new IMS messaging service capabilities designed specifically for the IMS domain as defined by 3GPP. The messaging types identified in this document are: immediate messaging, session based messaging and deferred delivery messaging. Two former messaging types have corresponding services in the fixed Internet i.e. various Instant messaging services and chat services, respectively. The third messaging type is evolution of Multimedia messaging service as defined by 3GPP. 

The specification identifies the stage 1 level requirements for the immediate and session based messaging for the IMS domain, whereas the stage 1 level requirements for deferred delivery messaging are covered in the Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) [1]. The IMS messaging service capabilities rely on the underlying IMS domain capabilities and transport network capabilities (e.g. GPRS, WLAN, etc.).
Additional functionalities not documented in this technical specification are considered outside the scope of this technical specification. Such additional functionality may be implemented on a network-wide basis, nation-wide basis or particular to a group of users. Such additional functionality shall not compromise conformance to the requirements of the IMS messaging services defined in this specification.
