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1. Introduction

This contribution addresses the requirements for manual network selection and network name display in shared networks in TR 22.951. The current requirements for manual network selection (Section 7.1) and network name display (Section 7.2) are not technically compliant with the UE requirements (Section 7.3) that read:

· Shall support legacy (pre-Rel-6) UEs.

The key problem is that for Scenario 4 (Common Spectrum Network Sharing) in the technical report it is not possible for pre-Rel-6 UEs to find out that there are multiple core networks behind the shared RAN. To identify multiple core networks behind a shared RAN is at least not feasible with current Rel-4 and Rel-5 specifications where it is not possible to transmit multiple PLMN codes on the broadcast channel or otherwise inform the mobile stations of the multiple core networks behind the shared RAN.

Because the UE can not find out that there are multiple core networks behind the shared RAN it is not possible to support manual network selection for roaming UEs in Scenario 4; unless additional functionality is added. In addition, it follows from the same reasoning that, since the roaming UE can not know to which core network it is connected to, it is impossible for the UE to always display the correct network name on its display.

To highlight that the current requirements are not compliant with pre-Rel 6 specifications as they look today, it is therefore proposed to change the text in Section 7.3 in the technical report according to below.

UE requirements

A Rel-6 network sharing solution shall support legacy (pre-Rel-6) UEs
Note: Without changes to pre-Rel 6 specifications, pre-Rel-6 UEs may in certain cases not be able to support the full set of Rel-6 enhancements. The following two cases have currently been identified:
· Manual network selection for roaming users in Scenario 2 and Scenario 4.

· Network name display for roaming users in Scenario 2 and Scenario 4.
