Executive Summary:

1.1
General

The Priority Service SWG held a meeting on 12 November 2002 to progress work on the Priority Service Feasibility Study.  Meeting highlights included:

· 9 participants from 9 companies.

· 10 input documents.

· 7 output documents.

· The meeting noted S1-021996 that contains an LS from CN WG4 on “Questions from the European Numbering Forum” related to a possible requirement to be able to originate an emergency call from a mobile terminal which is in a data-only, always-on state. The meeting identified that the current IMS requirements support Emergency Services. Based on this LS, the meeting agreed to propose an LS response in S1-022281.
· The meeting agreed to S1-022099 that contains a proposed CR to TR 22.950 to accommodate changes from RAN and T.

· The meeting agreed to S1-022282 (revised S1-022100) that contains a proposed CR to TR 22.950 to accommodate the Priority Trunk Queuing High Level Requirement.

· The meeting agreed to S1-022280 (revised S1-022101) that contains a proposed CR to TS 22.067 (eMLPP Stage 1) for Priority Service. In addition, the meeting noted that the mapping to MLPP priorities should be examined for Priority Service.
· The meeting agreed to S1-022283 (revised S1-022110) that contains a proposed CR to TS 22.950 addressing changes to Emergency Call Interactions with Priority Service.

· The meeting agreed to S1-022284 (revised S1-022111) that contains a proposed CR to TS 22.950 addressing the coexistence of Priority Service and eMLPP in the same network.

· The meeting agreed to S1-022285 (revised S1-022112) that contains a proposed CR to TS 22.950 addressing clarification to the Priority Call Origination and Termination High Level Requirements.

· The meeting noted S1-022190 that contains a proposal to start work on a “framework” or “implementation document” that describes how 3GPP Priority Service will be offered based on eMLPP, Access Control, etc. The meeting agreed in principle to progress work in this area.

· The meeting noted S1-022206 that contains an LS from ITU-T SG 16 on a “New Question on Use of Public Telecommunication Services for Emergency and Disaster Relief Operations.”

· The meeting discussed the next steps to progress work and agreed to meet during the January 2003 SA1 SWG meetings (half-day session requested).
