2.6 Document Disposition
2.6.1 External Related Work Efforts

Discussion: S1-030025 contained a summary of the ITU-T Study Group 11 and SSG activities related to Priority Services. The document noted that ITU-T Study Group 11 has approved transfer in ISUP of a specific International Emergency Preference Scheme (IEPS) call marking [Calling Party’s Category (CPC) value = 00001110 (“IEPS”)] in the forward direction for preferential call set-up in the international network. In addition, ITU-T Study Group 11 has approved draft text for a supplement entitled “Signalling Support for Emergency Telecommunications Service (ETS) and the International Emergency Preference Scheme (IEPS).” Also, the document noted that the SSG has decided to write a supplement on “Emergency Services for IMT-2000 Networks – Requirements for Harmonisation and Convergence”.  A first draft of this supplement is expected in March 2003.
Conclusion: S1-030025 was noted.
2.6.2 Priority Service Guide

Discussion: S1-030041 contained a proposed outline for a Priority Service Guide. This “Guide” is intended to address how existing 3GPP capabilities could be used to provide Priority Service.
Conclusion: S1-030041 was agreed with the inclusion of an additional section (4.7) to address “interworking considerations.” The modified outline will be used as a baseline document for future contribution.
Discussion: S1-030042 contained a proposed introduction for the Priority Service Guide.

Conclusion: S1-030042 was agreed with modification to be included in the baseline document.
Discussion: S1-030043 contained a proposed scope for the Priority Service Guide.

Conclusion: S1-030043 was agreed with modification to be included in the baseline document.
Discussion: S1-030113 contained a proposal for distinguishing Priority Service users and eMLPP users. This contribution analyzed three options that addressed the open issue “the ability to distinguish Priority Users and eMLPP Users” that has been identified during the Priority Service feasibility study discussions.
Conclusion: S1-030113 was noted. The contribution provided useful information to address the issue. The meeting requested Use Cases to clarify the scenarios for distinguishing Priority Service users and eMLPP users.
2.6.3 Next Steps
Discussion: S1-030065 contained a proposed WID for Emergency Telecommunications Service.

Conclusion: S1-030065 was noted and comments were provided to change the title to “Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study,” include impact on USIM/ME/AN may occur, and to add additional supporting companies. S1-030065 was revised to S1-030129. The meeting agreed to propose S1-030129 to SA1 for approval.
