Section 11: Interoperability Scenario: This scenario shall be supported and specified 
Rationale: The value of being connected to a communication service is proportional to the square of the number of users ("Metcalf's Law"). This is the basic observation, which provides the rationale as to why customers of ISPs and WISPs should also be able to use IMS services, i.e. they will be able to communicate with customers of mobile operators. The basic assumption is: the more IMS domains, the more users, the greater value, and the more traffic.  

The rationale for allowing ISP/WISP to set up their own IMS domains is to guarantee that they will be able to offer the IMS domain services to all its customers. Also treating these other companies as peers may increase their interest in the IMS technology, especially if considerations are given to the fact that (W)ISPs do not in general support 3GPP legacy mechanisms for identifying customer relationships. 
From a standardization point of view, embracing the "fixed" community may increase the chance of having one SIP related charging architecture for the mobile community and the fixed community.
