1. Overall Description:

GSMA SCaG thanks SA1 for informing SCaG on their Liaison statement on the temperature range proposal to EP SCP. 

It raised an interesting discussion that led to the following conclusions, which we would like to bring to your attention:

1. Any changes to the core specifications regarding increased temperature range would impact the entire operator customer base in which there is no distinction between telemetry devices and normal purpose SIM. Any increase in SIM price for this feature would therefore apply to the whole base.

2. SCaG proposes this change to be considered as an optional feature for release 6. This allows the operator to order appropriate SIM specification for specific market needs.

3. The argument for use in emergency situation is not relevant in this context in the opinion of SCaG, as emergency calls can be set-up independent of a the SIM presence or functioning. Furthermore as emergency situations tend to be time limited, the specifications as they stand state that the SIM should work at 85 degrees for a short period.

SCaG finds the range change acceptable, if the above-mentioned arguments are considered.

SCaG appreciates being included in this discussion and welcomes further correspondence.
