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1. Overall Description:

T3 thank SA1 LS in Tdoc LS T3-030329/S1-030470 on (U)SIM Toolkit originated emergency calls.
T3 have investigated the matter further on and it appears that:

1) there are some existing R99 toolkit applications on the field that use toolkit originated emergency call (a service menu is offered to the user, in which an “emergency” item triggers an emergency call). Therefore, as this feature seems to be useful to some network operators, T3 ask SA1 to confirm that they want to forbid this feature from Rel-6 onwards.

2) if SA1 forbids the support (U)SIM Toolkit origination of emergency calls for Rel-6 onwards, it would be better to state explicitly this requirement in the toolkit stage 1 specification, i.e. TS 22.038.

3) there is another case where the toolkit can set up an emergency call, which is by the use of Call Control, as defined in TS 11.14. The user dials a number (which is not an emergency number as defined in TS 22.101), and the call control function within the USIM translates this number in a specific number (“112”), which triggers an emergency call. It seems that this is in contradiction with TS 22.101 (which specifies a list of call codes). However there are probably R99 terminals on the field that implement the TS 11.14.

2. Actions:

SA1 to give guidance to T3 about these issues, or to amend SA1's specifications accordingly.
