SC 7. The idea is to have ‘thousands’ of IMS providers of which the subscription information would have been stored on the UICC. We changed the phrase to delete the reference to ISIM and mentioned that the UICC storage space should be considered.

Sc 15. Instead of deleting the original text, we keep it as background information.

3GPP cannot guarantee access to IMS is possible through all possible IP-based networks if the are out of scope of 3GPP (interworking).
