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1. Overall Description:

The Priority Service is being standardised in 3GPP on an initiative from North American operators. It is specified as a modification of the existing 3GPP eMLPP service. 

Current 3GPP eMLPP specifications require that for inter-network call set-up signalling the eMLPP service is required to interwork with the ISDN MLPP service. Inter-network call set-up signaling for MLPP currently can not distinguish between the Priority Service and eMLPP respectively, which would imply that a priority call from a Priority Service subscriber to a subscriber in a network offering the eMLPP service might be treated, in the terminating eMLPP network, as a priority call from an eMLPP subscriber. 

SA1 has discussed whether this is acceptable or not but could not conclude on this as it is not clear to SA1 whether eMLPP will be offered in 3GPP networks and, if so, whether this will be done according to the current 3GPP eMLPP specifications or to the modified eMLPP specifications that are being developed for the Priority Service. 

SA1 therefore asks GSMA SerG whether there is an interest to offer the eMLPP service in 3GPP networks and, if so, whether this will be done according to the current 3GPP eMLPP specifications or to the modified eMLPP specifications that are being developed for the Priority Service.
