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1. Overall Description:

The Priority Service is being standardised in 3GPP on an initiative from North American operators. It is based on the existing 3GPP eMLPP service (i.e., both Priority Service and eMLPP use the same Supplementary Service code). 

SA1 has been discussing the issue of how Priority Service calls that terminate in a network supporting the eMLPP service would be treated, as the eMLPP network can not distinguish these terminating calls from terminating eMLPP calls. That is, would Priority Service calls be treated, in the terminating network supporting the eMLPP service, as if they were terminating eMLPP calls? This would also mean that the priority level assigned to those calls in the terminating eMLPP network would be determined by the received Priority Service priority level.
SA1 therefore asks GSMA SerG and EMTEL whether it is acceptable that Priority Service calls, when terminating in a network that supports the eMLPP service, are treated as being terminating eMLPP calls. 

If this is not acceptable, protocol changes may be needed to distinguish between terminating Priority Service calls and terminating eMLPP calls. 

2. Actions:

To GSMA SerG and EMTEL group.

ACTION: 
SA1 asks GSMA SerG and EMTEL group 
1. Whether it is acceptable that Priority Service calls, when terminating in a network that supports the eMLPP service, are treated as being terminating eMLPP calls.

If this is not acceptable, protocol changes may be needed to distinguish between terminating Priority Service calls and terminating eMLPP calls. SA1 then asks GSMA SerG and EMTEL group

Whether this shall be possible with the current 3GPP eMLPP specifications or whether it is enough to do this using the new, modified eMLPP specifications that are being developed for the Priority Service.
