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1. Overall Description:

It has been brought to the attention of SA1 that 3GPP TS 11.14 and 31.111 still assume that there are default emergency numbers which override the emergency numbers list contained in SIM/USIM emergency number list EFECC.

22.101 CR 020 (S1-99395) which was later clarified in CRs 022 (S1-99851) and CR 035 (S1-000350), all of these have been approved some time ago, is intended to give complete control of emergency numbers to the HPLMN operator via SIM/USIM emergency numbers list (EFECC).

SA1 would like to point out that if the operator takes this opportunity to define the emergency numbers for their subscribers in the SIM/USIM emergency numbers list, then this emergency number list shall override all information of default emergency numbers in the ME memory. When emergency numbers are available on the SIM/USIM emergency numbers list, only those listed numbers shall be considered as emergency numbers by the UE. Since the SIM/USIM emergency numbers list, if available, overrides all default emergency numbers in ME memory, the list must contain all numbers that are intended for emergency use, including the most obvious 112 and 911.

The default emergency number lists in the ME memory are intended for the case when either no emergency numbers are stored on SIM/USIM or when no valid SIM/USIM has been inserted. As can be seen in 3GPP TS 22.101 the contents of the two default lists is intentionally different and therefore the default emergency numbers are different for the valid SIM/USIM with no emergency numbers list and no valid SIM/USIM cases.

2. Actions:

To T3 group.

ACTION: 


SA1 asks T3 to check if a problem exists in this area and notify SA1 as soon as possible, since SA1 is currently revising the emergency calls specifications.  

SA1 recognises that there are potentially implementations that may oppose the requirement in TS 22.101 for R99. T3 is asked to consider these implementations thus allowing as an option correct implementation in the ME of the requirement in TS 22.101 R99. From Rel-4 and onward SA1 ask T3 to align to TS 22.101 as the only option.
