Document S1-031202 XE "S1-031202"  contained a liaison statement on USIM changes for key management of Voice Group Call Services. The question being asked of SA1 is to confirm to T3 XE "T3"  (See T3-030623) that ASCI (VBS/VGCS) service is a feature that needs to be continued on the USIM.

It was commented that the ASCI services do not form part of 3G, but rather are legacy services for GSM and exist in the 42 series.

Also relating to this, document S1-031102 XE "S1-031102"  contained a liaison statement from T3 XE "T3"  which dealt with the support of services on the USIM and this includes ASCI. It was indicated that for SoLSA and NIA (Network’s Indication of Alerting), T3 have not put any support on the USIM; the question is if the services are implemented in the network and if there is still a need? Furthermore, it was indicated that if support for them on the USIM is not required, then perhaps support of the services should be stopped in later releases. It was clarified that for SoLSA, 42.043 exists in Rel-4 and Rel-5 so the intent is not for it to carry on for Rel-6. Also NIA is supported in 22.101. 

It was suggested that SerG should be consulted. Based on a response from SerG, it may be feasible to withdraw the specification. Furthermore, it is probably less work and disruption to introduce the parameters into the USIM and perhaps waste a little USIM space. There was some support from one operator to continue support of ASCI on the USIM. 

Document S1-031208 XE "S1-031208"  was allocated for a response liaison statement to SA3 XE "SA3"  and to T3 XE "T3" . It was clarified that ASCI contains several services; e.g. VBS and VGCS. It was not certain if SA3 had asked for both services. It was pointed out that this a response to two liaison statements and tries to encompass both the questions of SA3 and T3. It was approved to be sent. 

Document S1-031203 XE "S1-031203"  contained a liaison statement on the requirement and feasibility of IMS watcher authentication. SA1 is being asked if a password authentication for a IMS (and non-IMS watcher). It was suggested that there are no requirements, but this is in conflict with what SA3 XE "SA3"  believe. Some investigation should be done in presence to determine the distinction between IMS and non-IMS watcher. It should be reasonably clear to accept an IMS watcher, but it is not clear what a non-IMS watcher is. 

It was suggested that no authentication for an IMS watcher is required, but this could be done for a non-IMS watcher. Alternatively, authentication for both could be a requirement, with a caveat that if other mechanisms exist (e.g. standard authentication for IMS service or IMS presence service) then this could be used in lieu of a specific watcher authentication. Moreover, it is possible that the problems of SA3 XE "SA3"  are being put on SA1.

A liaison statement back to SA3 XE "SA3"  was provided in document S1-031210 XE "S1-031210" . It was approved to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-031105 XE "S1-031105"  contained a liaison statement on STF228 User Interoperability Criteria. It was asked if there is any work in OMA on this subject. No answer was forthcoming.

It was decided to reply to STF 228 indicating that OMA is the more apporiate group. This was provided in document S1-031212 XE "S1-031212" . It was approved to be sent. 

Document S1-031197 XE "S1-031197"  contained a liaison statement Status of 3GPP Service Definition and Service Creation work. TISPAN WG1 have chosen to align their architecture with that of 3GPP IMS. A response liaison statement was provided in document S1-031217 XE "S1-031217" . It was approved to send this liaison statement. 

Document S1-031298 XE "S1-031298"  contained another liaison statement from TISPAN, but this time on MLPP in ETSI ISUP. The chairman clarified that it is not possible to send MLPP data across the international boundary, although he indicated that this is not obvious from reading the liaison statement. The last statement in this liaison statement is not true; MLPP was developed in ITU to allow these parameters to be sent across borders. Whether it is implemented in fixed networks or not is another issue.

A reponse was provided in document S1-031218 XE "S1-031218" . It was approved to be sent.

Document S1-031134 XE "S1-031134"  contained a CR on interaction between ME and SAT/USAT applications. A SAT/USAT application currently has the possibility to launch a browser on the handset. Since a broad range of applications can now be available on the handset, it would be useful to be able to start any kind of ME based application.

This would enable the development of cooperative applications partly based on the ME interacting with a USIM based part, opening up a wide range of possibilities. Such a feature would be very valuable to network operators as it could be used for example for network management optimization.
It was indicated that this should apply to USAT and not SAT as SAT does not exist in Rel-6. There were some comments on how broad the requirement is. The intention is that there is a list of application that the USAT knows about, and the requirement is for USAT to be able to start one of these applications. It was noted that there was support from two operators.

It was commented that a use case would be useful in order to understand what it is for. The chairman indicated that he, too, would like to know how his competitors may use this. It was decided that a new version is required to fine tune it. Document S1-031220 XE "S1-031220"  was allocated for the revision.

Document S1-031220 XE "S1-031220"  was presented with the all the comments taken into account. It was asked if the term “micro-browser” is used elsewhere. It was answered that the term is used elsewhere; probably in MEXE. 

There was some discussion as to whether this should be a Rel-6 or a Rel-7 CR. SA1 has not actually been told not to have a Rel-7, but still has been given the hint that Rel-7 is premature. It was decided to put this as Rel-6. 

It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 015.

The chairman of SA XE "SA"  came to SA1 and commented on the reasoning regarding Rel-7. In the past, the requirements were allowed to progress for later releases even if the current release were not frozen. Now the concept was introduced to freeze the stage 1 prior to allowing new requirements for subsequent releases. This means that SA would accept justafiable corrections for the stage 1. If new requirements for the current release were required, then it shall be justified. For items that are not intended for Rel-6 it was indicated that the requirements need to be documented somewhere, but it would be preferable not to have the opening of a Rel-7 specification set. To do this it was suggested to segregate the CRs and then provide the CRs to SA. This would allow SA to make the decision.

It was suggested that this gives SA1 an opportunity to review what should be contained in a potential Rel-7. It is a time to take stock of what is in Rel-6 and take those elements that have not made Rel-6 and put them into a new WI for Rel-7; not an update of the Rel-6 WI, but rather a Rel-7 WI. It was observed by the chairman of SA XE "SA"  that SA does not decide the release of a WI; rather SA approves WI with completion dates which could imply a release, but does make it for that release.

This should be reported in the status report of SA1 to SA XE "SA" .

Document S1-031163 XE "S1-031163"  contained a description of Automatic Device Configuration. This was requested at the last meeting and Ericsson, which still supports the feature, has provided it. The CR itself was provided in document S1-031164 XE "S1-031164" .

A clarification was requested on what exactly the network needs to store. Also in section 4 in the second bullet, it was asked if the user will have a long list of the mobile he uses and the applications on these mobiles. It was answered that the database and how it is used is being discussed in the OMA. For 3GPP, the requirement is to inform the database that the user has now a new terminal. The capabilities of the mobile is a part of Device Mangement defined in OMA. It was further asked how the network would know that a device has changed. The answer was that a unique terminal identity would be used, possibly similar to the IMEI; this would be used for triggering the device management only.

It was asked if there is a relationship between this and subscription management. The answer was that the connection has not yet been made, but the interaction could be investigated.

The CR was edited on line to within an inch of its life. Ericsson indicated that there are some operators that really, really, really, really want this. A revision was requested in document S1-031221 XE "S1-031221" .

This too is an addition of a feature and could be a Rel-7. Also, it was commented that the term SIM for Rel-6 may not be appropriate since it could put a requirement on the SIM which does not exist in Rel-6. This was countered in that it is important that the operator really needs to know the capabilities of the smart card being used.

It was revised for some minor changes and was provided in document S1-031293 XE "S1-031293" . It was revised to S1-031337 XE "S1-031337"  and again on line to S1-031339 XE "S1-031339"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 135.

Document S1-031135 XE "S1-031135"  contained a CR to 22.115 to correct a CR that was approved in SA XE "SA"  on CS interconnection. 

The text of CR15 on 22.115 (Rel6), approved by SA XE "SA" #21 (SP-030467 based on S1-030976) is thought to be misleading. The information on CS calls to be captured by GMSC gateway records is intended for inter-network accounting, not for charging. The related charging information is already covered by TS 32.250 CDRs.

Equivalent CRs for Rel-4 and Rel-5 were also provided in documents S1-031136 XE "S1-031136"  and S1-031137 XE "S1-031137" .

The reason for these CRs was questioned. It was answered that in SA XE "SA"  #21, a discussion was held on BS30 (SP-030527) were it was indicated that the term is wrong and in order to avoid an incorrect implementation in CN, the term Internetwork accounting should be used. 

A revision was requested in S1-031223 XE "S1-031223" . In addition, document S1-031136 XE "S1-031136"  revised to S1-031224 XE "S1-031224" , document S1-031137 XE "S1-031137"  was revised to S1-031225 XE "S1-031225"   and S1-031207 XE "S1-031207"  was revised to S1-031227 XE "S1-031227" . The last CR is a R99 CR and evolved out of a comment to the SA XE "SA"  report indicating that this may be appropriate to R99 too. This issue was diverted to SA1. It was commented that Video Telephony operates differently and it is not really required, particularly in light of existing equipment in R99. This did come up in SA with the result that this decision could be made in SA. 

There was a question regarding whether charging or accounting is the crux of the matter and if this is apporpriate for SerG. It was answered that the issue is inter-network accounting and the mention of the word “charging” will only confuse SA5.

It was decided, for Rel-6 the category should be F since the text exists already. It was revised to S1-031296 XE "S1-031296"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 016.

Now, for R99 onwards documents S1-031226 XE "S1-031226" , S1-031225 XE "S1-031225"  and S1-031226. The chairman indicated that in SA XE "SA" , it was considered that this should be Rel-4 onwards, but that SA1 should consider R99. Indeed, it would appear that CN5 are already working changes from R99.

There was a comment from one operator that this should be for Rel-6 only. The reason is that a standardized solution should not be forced for earlier releases. However, SA XE "SA"  did instruct SA1 to do this and that it reserved the right to accept changes to R99. The objection was noted from Telecom Italia, but the CRs will go to SA for consideration.

Document S1-031143 XE "S1-031143"  contained a CR to 22.129 on Service based handover. Not all services supported by UTRAN are supported by GERAN and vice-versa. E.g. GERAN does not support a UDI 64 kbit/s bearer service and UTRAN does not support Fax. Currently the stage 1 does not contain a requirement that it shall be possible for the network based on the requested service to recommend handover the UE to a RAT supporting the desired service.

This CR is a revision of S1-030940 which was sent to email approval in SA1 prior to this meeting and which was rejected. It should be noted that this document also indicates revision 1 and should have been revision 2.

The other author of the CR thanked the new source for deleting his text. However, it was requested to keep the words during connection establishment. This was agreed as long as some text is added to indicate during connection establishment or later. 

There was some debate on how this would work. The key is to ensure that existing services are not lost due to the handover in order to accommodate the one service that triggered the handover.

A revision was required, and document S1-031233 XE "S1-031233"  was allocated for it. When it was presented, there was a question on the use of recommendation of a handover. This was how it was intended to be used. It should be clarified, however, that the recommendation is from the Core Network to the Access Network. It was revised to S1-031300 XE "S1-031300" . it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 028.

Document S1-031170 XE "S1-031170"  contained a discussion document on Administrative restriction of subscribers' access. In the previous SA1 meeting a Rel-6 CR was proposed on “Administrative restriction of subscribers’ access” in S1-030759. This was modified during the meeting into S1-030890 but was finally rejected. The source still believe this is an important feature and now come back with a new proposal, this time backed up with a background to and general information of this feature, i.e. this document.

The CR was provided in document S1-031171 XE "S1-031171" . There could be some negative impacts on the CR. Possibly some more work is required. Introducing bullets c and d could be difficult, but there is a simple way to implement bullets a and d. Also there appears to be a mismatch between regional subscription and the subscription proposals in this CR. 

It was asked what the benefits to the operator and user? It was answered that the operator benefit is to manage the load if the operator has both GERAN and UTRAN networks. For the user, there is a better chance to get service. This would appear to be more of a benefit in the home network. 

The real benefit for the operator is that, with regional subscription, if a network is re-engineered to provide new locations, there is no need to re-engineer the HLR to take this into account.

Document S1-031141 XE "S1-031141"  contained a discussion document containing some use cases regarding CB USIM data download. It was indicated that use cases are relatively low bandwidth, message based applications, and are already in use by GSM operators, using the current STK and CBDD capabilities of GSM networks.

In order to allow the operators simple continuity of the services from GSM networks into UMTS networks (for operators that operate both networks), it is recommended to enable the CBDD mechanism in UMTS networks as currently done in GSM networks.

It was reported that Schlumberger and mmo2 would like to be added to the source of the document. 

It was reported by the T3 XE "T3"  chairman that SA1 had sent a liaison statement to T3 asking the group not to work on it any longer. Furthermore, the chairman of T3 did not know how much work would be required by T3 or, for that matter, in T2 XE "T2" . It was answered that Celltick are ready with CRs for T3. Document S1-031141 XE "S1-031141"  was noted.

The CR to implement this proposal was provided in document S1-031142 XE "S1-031142" . It was announced that this is intended to be for R99 onwards. With this statement, it was announced that there is a product out in the field which would become incompatible with this normative requirement and so it must be optional for R99 and Rel-4. There was another comment that it would be preferable just for Rel-6. 

Documents S1-031291 XE "S1-031291"  and S1-031292 XE "S1-031292"  were allocated for Rel-5 and Rel-6 CRs. The meeting was reminded that this is conditional on T2 XE "T2"  completing the package. This needs to be added to the front sheet. It was revised to S1-031335 XE "S1-031335"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 017. Document S1-031292 was revised to S1-0301336 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 018.

Document S1-031072 XE "S1-031072"  contained a liaison statement from CN4 regarding Presence Service Matters. The only thing that really relates to SA1 is the first bullet point. In particular, CN4 is informing SA1 and SA2 XE "SA2"  that certain mechanisms defined for CAMEL could be reused for the non-IMS Presence service. For example, AnyTimeInterrogation mechanism is available for the fetching procedure in the Presence service. 

However, if CAMEL features are definitely needed for PLMN operators to realise the Presence service in Release 6, then CAMEL phase 4 becomes a mandatory feature for operators wishing to provide the service.   Therefore, CN4 whether the non-IMS Presence service should be independent of CAMEL or is it acceptable that certain mechanisms defined for CAMEL shall be used to realise the Presence service? The point is that by choosing to use CAMEL phase 4, a lot of work and time would be saved.

A discussion document on this was provided in S1-031154 XE "S1-031154" . In it, there is the recommendation that the Presence Service and CAMEL Phase 4 be recognised as dependent within Rel-6 and that the relevant 3GPP WGs (CN2 XE "CN2" , CN4, & SA2 XE "SA2" ) be informed of this. Document S1-031072 XE "S1-031072"  was withdrawn in favour of S1-031154 as was S1-031125 XE "S1-031125" .

A joint ad hoc between SA1 and CN2 XE "CN2" . The results of this ad hoc were a number of revisions were made to SA1 CRs and some new ones added. The table above gives the results of the documents handled. 

Document S1-031194 XE "S1-031194"  contained a CR to 22.078 on inter-MSC handover for change of position procedures. After 22.078--160, S1-030727, was been approved in SA1, it was noted at CN2 XE "CN2"  #30 in Sophia Antipolis that inter-MSC handover was not listed as one of the criteria for reporting the handover event.

Although reporting upon the inter-MSC handover is NOT theoretically IMPOSSIBLE since it is always associated with the change of location information, considering the number of criteria allowed (10), it is practically IMPOSSIBLE to define all the possible inter-MSC handovers in one CAP_RequestReportBCSMEvent (stage 3). One solution would be to keep sending CAP_RequestReportBCSMEvent after detection of handover near the border of the MSC service area. However it would cost a lot of signalling load.

Therefore, it would be useful to have the "inter-MSC handover" as one of the criteria to save the number of criteria to be sent by the CSE.

This was endorsed by CN2 XE "CN2" . It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 162.

Document S1-031307 XE "S1-031307"  contained a CR to 22.078 on CLIR/CLIP interaction with CSE initiated calls. The changes propose to clarify the interaction of CAMEL with CLIP/CLIR. It was revised to S1-031315 XE "S1-031315"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 163.

Document S1-031172 XE "S1-031172"  contained a discussion document on upporting information for Rel-6 CR for OSA High Availability. 

The purpose of the document was to agree on the need for an explicit requirement within the stage 1 requirements for OSA solutions to be highly available. Highly Available is a term intended to encompass the following behaviour:

· Resilience: Ensure continuous and consistent operation of services and applications under normal operating conditions.

· Redundancy: In the event of failure ensure that there is additional, scalable redundant capacity and that work can be redistributed to utilize that capacity, with minimal disruption to the services and applications.

· Recovery: Upon failure, ensure that the recovery from failure is carried out with minimal disruption, returning the system to a stable operating state with no, or minimal manual intervention by operational personnel.

It was commented by the chairman that SA XE "SA"  had agreed not to introduce new requirements into Rel-6 and that if we do, it should be ascertained as to whether a technical solution is available.

Also it was marked as a correction when rather it is addition of a new requirement. There was some debate on this where the change was supported. It was answered that there are some functions already in OSA and this was introduced as a correction to these functions. Futhermore, this has been discussed in CN5 and the companies listed are committed to do the work.

Another comment was that the document in S1-031172 XE "S1-031172"  introduces a compelling argument for high availability but not for a standardised solution to high availability. Also this has been discussed in CN5 and there was no resolution on the discussion as to whether it is a case of over standardisation.

It was decided to have a revision of this and suggest that those who have an interest get together and sort out the problems. The document allocated was S1-031232 XE "S1-031232" .

There was some good news and some bad news on this one. The bad news was that there is some disagreement on this change. The good news was that there could be a way around this. The original proposal implied that this should done in the API. However, the change in document S1-031232 XE "S1-031232"  does not imply this and the solution can be done in some other way if possible; this is up to CN5.

Once again, there was some discussion on whether this is a new function or not; in the end it was decided that it should be category B, addition of feature.

Document S1-031216 XE "S1-031216"  contained a CR to 22.038 to align TS 22.038 with the T3 XE "T3"  specifications TS 11.14 and TS 31.111. Documents S1-031227 XE "S1-031227" , S1-031228 XE "S1-031228"  and S1-031229 XE "S1-031229"  contained the corresponding CRs for Rel-4 to Rel-6. The Stage 1 (22.038) makes no mention of the ability for the Toolkit to request an emergency call set up from the ME. The documents were revised.
Document S1-031216 XE "S1-031216"  was revised to S1-031319 XE "S1-031319"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 19.
Document S1-031227 XE "S1-031227"  was revised to S1-031320 XE "S1-031320"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 20.

Document S1-031228 XE "S1-031228"  was revised to S1-031321 XE "S1-031321"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 21.

Document S1-031229 XE "S1-031229"  was revised to S1-031322 XE "S1-031322"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 22.
Document S1-031268 XE "S1-031268"  contained a CR to 22.101 on correction & clarification of Core Network emergency call requirements; this is a revision of S1-031231 XE "S1-031231" . The reason for change is that the current specification does not correctly describe the requirements to be fulfilled by the Core Network (CN). 

It was commented that the text in 10.5 refers to section 10.3. With the changes to section 10.3. Now there are some changes put forward in S1-031195 XE "S1-031195"  and then in S1-031230 XE "S1-031230"  that allow for emergency calls over WLAN. Therefore, it was commented that a decision on this CR should be taken in conjunction with the changes in S1-031195 or S1-031230.

It was stated by the chairman that the changes in section 10.3 are not dependent on section 10.5.

Now, the problem of S1-031230 XE "S1-031230"  is that it makes a proposal to section 10.5 to refer to section 10.4. This is a different issue that the changes to proposed in S1-031268 XE "S1-031268" . However, it was commentd that in S1-031268 the title for section 10.3 is changed and so the minimum change to section 10.5 should be to change the title reference to the same as the new 10.3 title. This was agreed and a revision was provided in document S1-031323 XE "S1-031323" . The issue of S1-031195 XE "S1-031195"  and S1-031230 were dealt with independantly and are described below.
Document S1-031323 XE "S1-031323"  was withdrawn in favour of S1-031342 XE "S1-031342" . In the end it was agreed but that it should be indicated in the status report that work is still ongoing. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 136.

Now document S1-031301 XE "S1-031301"  contained a CR to 22.101 with some clarifications of emergency call requirements. The CR includes a table to describe for Priority for domain selection in relation to an emergency call. 

There were a number of other comments in an attempt to refine the text. Also, there was a comment that it is likely an IMS only operator will issue dual mode terminals. Based on this, in the case where there is “preferred none” then it is possible that all emergency calls made will directed to other networks rather than being handled on the IMS only network. It was indicated that the note may cater partially for this, but does not fulfill the whole concern. It was not agreed, but rather should be an input to the next meeting.

Rather, it was suggested that a revision be provided in light of some comments. It was re-presented in document S1-031324 XE "S1-031324" . 

Document S1-031324 XE "S1-031324"  was withdrawn in favour of S1-031343 XE "S1-031343" . The discussion on S1-031343 went round in circles for some time. The main difference from S1-031324 was that the table is removed and a new section is added on domain priority. It was revised on line and provided in document S1-031344 XE "S1-031344"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 137.

Regarding S1-031195 XE "S1-031195" , which contained a CR 22.101 on WLAN Emergency Call Requirements from SBC, and which was revised to S1-031230 XE "S1-031230" , it was commented that the document was taken without the author present. Originally it was proposed in S1-031195 that the handling for I-WLAN emergency calls should be the same as for the handling of emergency calls in the IMS subsystem.  Based on discussion in the Emergency Call Adhoc this was revised in S1-031230 to decouple the dependency on the IMS subsystem. 

The plenary was asked for advice regarding the best way forward, and if, after further consideration, there was an objection to S1-031195 XE "S1-031195" .

Now, document S1-031230 XE "S1-031230"  was taken by SA1. The proposal is to change the text of 10.5 to make it independent of any other sections. The change was to add the ability to support Emergency Calls over an Interworking WLAN. It was asked how this will be done in practice. It was answered that initially the text in S1-031195 XE "S1-031195"  did solve this issue by indicating that any attempt to make an emergency call shall be handled as defined for the IM CN subsystem in section 10.4.

It was commented that there is every likelyhood that WLAN will be based on the IM CN subsystem. Based on this, the solution in S1-031195 XE "S1-031195"  would be appropriate. However, there is a condition of there being some support of IM CN Subsystem is provided. Therefore, document S1-0301230 was noted, and document S1-031195 was revised to S1-031325 XE "S1-031325" . 

The arguments went round in circles for a while. Essentially, the main point made was that VOIP is only applicable to WLAN Scenario 5 and it is highly unlikely that this will make Rel-6. So the question is, why do we include a requirement into Rel-6 that is likely to stay there. The solution would be to have a WI for Rel-7. One relevant comment was if the opposition to this is is a stalling tactic (not good) or if it is premature and there will work in earnest to fix it (really good). Based on this document S1-031325 XE "S1-031325"  was noted.

It was decided that no resolution could be found at this meeting. The most popular mechanism would be to have a WI. This should be brought to SA XE "SA"  #22 as a company input if appropriate.

Document S1-031064 XE "S1-031064"  contained a liaison statement on EC Requirements on Emergency Telecommunications from OCG EMTEL. Now this is very complex and there was not sufficient time to really give it the attention it deserves. It was suggested that this be deferred or postponed until the next meeting. 

Document S1-031081 XE "S1-031081"  contained a reply to Liaison Statement on “Emergency Services Routing Based on Interim Position” from SA2 XE "SA2" . This was agreed at the last meeting of SA1 for Rel-6. At the time, SA1 asked SA2 how feasible it is to have this feature back to R99. The view of SA2 is that this is only needed if the feature could not be simply deployed in pre Rel-6. Now SA2 did not investigate this, but rather passed it on to CN4. The response from CN4 was provided in document S1-031071 XE "S1-031071" . The response is that they do not see a need to implement the changes required for any release prior to Rel-6.

It was not really understood what CN4 meant in the liaison statement and so since the two groups are co-located, it was decided to ask CN4 what was meant. The answer was that the CN4 understanding was that as it is release independent and so a CR is only required for Rel-6. The problem is that it is not sure how this is recorded.

The chairman took the action to find out how record release independence of an item. With this S1-0301071 was noted.

Document S1-031269 XE "S1-031269"  contained a CR to 22.071 on Support of 'Advanced Geographic Description' (AGD) information. In order to broaden the applicability of location based services and to enhance the quality of such services it should be possible to enrich the provided location information with "Advanced Geographic Description" (AGD) information. AGD is a type of geographic information that can be related to a particular location on the earth, particularly providing information on natural phenomena (e.g. maps of different formats and content), cultural, political and human resources. The format and content of AGD is outside of the scope of 3GPP.

Now, it was decided to send this to SA XE "SA"  with category B as part of the package for “nice to have”. With this it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 060.

Now a liaison statement back was provided in document S1-031270 XE "S1-031270" . It indicates that SA1 agreed to implement the functionality and indicates that SA1 does not feel qualified to state if the implementation should be part of 3GPP standardization or not. It was revised in S1-031328 XE "S1-031328"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 062.

Document S1-031272 XE "S1-031272"  contained a CR on 'velocity' requirements. Currently, requirements in 4.3.1 (Horizontal accuracy) state on determination of velocity that "the response to a single request may provide the results of multiple positionings". This could be interpreted to suggest a particular implementation of the requirement to provide velocity, which should be avoided in stage 1. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 063.

Document S1-031273 XE "S1-031273"  contained a CR to 22.071 on provision of Cell ID. The current 3GPP specifications do not allow the option of sending the serving cell id of the originating MS. In North America this information (serving cell id) is required to be passed to the emergency centers (PASPs) as part of the FCC E911 phase 1 mandate. The cell id is needed because the NA-ESRD (which is used to provide the phase1 information) is not always sent by the MSC to GMLC, and if an NA-ESRK is sent, the GMLC only has the phase2 information and not phase1 information (cell id or ESRD). It was revised to change the consequence if not approved to S1-031329 XE "S1-031329"  and it was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 064.

Document S1-031274 XE "S1-031274"  contained a CR to 22.071 on Removal of change of area event. Change of area event not implemented in stage 2 or 3 Rel-5. SA2 XE "SA2"  has requested its removal. The requirement is retained in Rel-6. It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 065.

There was a comment with regard to timing. T3 XE "T3"  are at the end of the loop on this subject. Based on this it was suggested to make the changes in USAT and not in MMS. 

Document S1-031330 XE "S1-031330"  (revision of S1-0301239) contained a CR to 22.038 on MMS as data exchange mechanism for USAT. Operators can benefit from using USAT to send and receive MMs and/or elements of it. Existing MMS network infrastructure could be re-used in order to provide a robust, widely available, high bandwidth data transfer capability from and to USAT. Also the term MMS protocol is used and this gives a wider scope. It was commented that this CR indicates that MMS is the solution (and not the bearer) but this would depend on the decision at T.

There was some concern that the term bearer is replaced by data exchange capability for all data channel facilities and not just for MMS. 

It was agreed to be sent to SA XE "SA"  for approval as CR 16. However, it is conditional on a decision being made in T. This will be reported in the status report and it is up to T to indicate to SA if another solution has been found.

Document S1-031057 XE "S1-031057"  contained the CR that was provided to SA XE "SA" . Part of the CR is covered by the CR in S1-031130 XE "S1-031130" . The rest was not acceptable. For section 4.4, the queuing and directed retry mechanisms described are actually present in RANAP. However, RNC would need to be added in this section to also cover UTRAN. For section 4.7 dealing with intra-BSC handovers  and  intra-MSC handovers, the  text  would need to be reviewed to add the relocation concept of UTRAN and consequently directed  retry concept should come in replacement  of SDCCH handover. The interactions between queuing and directed retry would need to be reviewed as well. In conclusion, the concepts presented are seen potentially applicable to RAN but some terminology changes would be needed in the TR.

Document S1-031175 XE "S1-031175"  contained a liaison statement to SA3 XE "SA3"  on UE Privacy and Security Framework. In May of this year GSMA SerG sent an LS entitled 'Privacy and Security Requirements within GSM/UMTS Devices' (SerG Doc 101/03, S1-030458) to both SA1 and OMA for consideration. The LS highlighted their concern that the user's privacy could be compromised, through confidential information being revealed to unauthorised third parties, by certain applications running on the UE.

Following discussion off line SA1, it was agreed to ask SA3 XE "SA3"  to investigate the security risks and to propose any new requirements that may be needed to ensure the necessary privacy and security in the mobile. Vodafone drafted the approved LS to SA3 (S1-030559). The response from SA3 in LS (S1-030668) requested further information on the problem and asked for clarification of the term 'secure domain' used by the author in our original LS to SA3. Following some discussion at SA1#21 (Sophia Antipolis) it was agreed to postpone the reply to SA3 until SA1#22.

The liaison statement was revised to S1-031312 XE "S1-031312"  and it was approved to send this liaison statement. 

After the meeting, it was identified that the Study on a Generalised Privacy Capability (22.949) had not been sent to SA XE "SA"  for information. It was decided that it would be sent to email approval in SA1, and then presented for information to SA #22 if email approval was achieved.
