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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks GSMA SERG for their LS introducing new requirements on MMS error handling of prepay subscribers when sending an MM or receiving an MM without enough credit.

SA1 would like to inform GSMA SERG that these requirements have been partially introduced in TS22.140 through CR S1-040160 that is sent in the attachment. The analysis of SA1 is as follows (comments are following SERG original text):

a- If the Originator of the MM does not have enough credit to send a MM, they should receive an “Error Message” advising them of the situation. 

Requirement a- has been considered as a valuable new requirement and has been introduced in TS22.140.
b- If the Recipient of the MM does not have enough credit to receive the message, 
and if the sender has requested a delivery report 
and if  the recipient has not denied the sending of a delivery report
then a delivery report shall be sent that indicates that the message was not delivered as a result of an action or inaction by the recipient.

Requirement b- is already covered by the time-out delivery message and as such, no new specific requirement has been added on that matter. The MM originator will receive a delivery report indicating that the message was not delivered.

If the recipient has to pay to receive the MM (e.g. whilst roaming) and does not have sufficient credit then the message should be stored at the MMSC for its validity period. If the recipient acquires sufficient credit they can retrieve the MM up until the end of the validity period, otherwise the message should become obsolete in the normal way.
