Handover Requirements

Any handover required to maintain an active service while a user is mobile within the coverage area of a given network, shall be seamless from the user’s perspective. However handovers that occur between different radio environments may result in a change of the quality of service experienced by the user.

It shall be possible for users to be handed over between different networks subject to appropriate roaming/commercial agreements.

Voice call continuity

The 3GPP system shall be able to provide seamless continuity between CS voice services (Teleservice 11[14]) and IMS voice services (Basic Voice Call [27]) with no negative impact upon the user’s experience of the voice service. This functionality is known as voice call continuity. Voice call continuity shall be executed when continuation of a voice service is required across a change in the connection of the UE to the 3GPP system as the user moves from using the CS domain to using IMS and vice versa.

The user experience shall be unaffected by the transition from a CS voice service to an IMS voice service and the user shall experience no disruption in the voice service provided.

Voice services shall continue to work consistently when the transition from a CS voice service to an IMS voice service is performed and vice versa.

Voice call continuity shall provide the user a consistent service experience.

Support of Supplementary Services

The user shall be provided a consistent experience of supplementary services after voice call continuity has been performed. 
18.1.2
Quality of Service

Voice call continuity shall not adversely impact the quality of the voice service experienced by the user.
18.1.3
Security

Usage of voice call continuity shall not adversely impact the security of the 3GPP system.

Security mechanisms of the 3GPP system (CS domain and IMS) shall be reused for voice call continuity.

Emergency calls

Established emergency calls shall be sustained during and after voice call continuity has been performed.
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
