2.6 Document Disposition
2.6.1 Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study
Discussion: S1-051020 contained draft version 0.7.0 of the Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study TR. The meeting clarified that phrase "the Service User is given an appropriate indication" in clause 5.4 is not intended to require a new indication. Existing indications are consider appropriate.
· Conclusion: S1-051020 was noted as a basis for contribution to this meeting. The meeting agreed in principle to revise the draft based on meeting discussion and contribution. Version 0.8.0 will be contributed to the next meeting. The meeting discussed areas for contribution, which are included below in the Next Steps.
Discussion: S1-051021 contained a discussion document on work in the IETF on a SIP Resource Priority Header for consideration in the Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study (TR 22.953). Based on the Use Cases for voice-over-IP and multimedia conferencing identified in the Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study, the capabilities specified in draft-ietf-sip-resource-priority-10.txt could be useful for Multimedia Priority Service. For more detail on the SIP Resource Priority Header, see http://www.ietf.org/internet-drafts/draft-ietf-sip-resource-priority-10.txt .
· Conclusion: S1-051021 was noted.
Discussion: S1-051022 contained proposed text on the SIP resource Priority Header for Clause 6 (Gap Analysis) for TR 22.953. The contribution notes that IMS provides a useful set of functions and resources to support Multimedia Priority Service. TS 24.229 specifies IP multimedia session/call control protocol based on Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) and Session Description Protocol (SDP), which apply to Multimedia Priority Service. However, support for the SIP Resource Priority Header is not included currently and could be useful for Multimedia Priority Service.
· Conclusion: S1-051022 was agreed with modification to be incorporated into the next revision of TR 22.953
Discussion: S1-051023 contained a proposed update to the Multi-media Priority Service WID, updating the workplan.

· Conclusion: S1-051176 (revision of S1-051023) was agreed to be presented to SA1 for consideration.

2.6.2 Next Steps
The meeting discussed the next steps to progress work. The meeting agreed to:
1. Examine additional Use Cases for MPS support for Circuit Switched IMS Combinational Service (CSICS).

2. Clarify the "Note: Handling of queue status during handover is for further study" in clause 5.1.

3. Contribute to sections of TR 22.953 that require additional content.
4. Meet during the February 2006 SA1#31 meeting (One ¼-day sessions requested).
