	As discussed at the SA1-CT1 NSP workshop in Amsterdam (see S1-060049), the network selection mode of the UE is determined by the user and is retained in the UE, however, this has lead to issues where the subscriber has inadvertently changed the mode and even selected the wrong/lower priority PLMN either when roaming overseas or even nationally. 
This CR proposes that the “mode” be stored as a parameter on the USIM to allow for:
· Portability of the “mode”, so that when the user “plastic roams”, the mode moves with him.

· Allows for the “mode” to be accessed by USAT applications to provide additional network selection functionality.

	
	

	Summary of change:

Network selection

3.2.1
General

The UE shall support both manual and automatic network selection mechanisms (modes). The mode shall be stored as a parameter on the USIM. In the case of a UE of a release prior to Rel-7 or if the USIM does not support the parameter then the UE shall determine the mode. At every switch-on, the UE shall select the mode from the USIM (if available) otherwise, the UE shall select the last mode used, as the default mode.
NOTE:
By defaulting to the last mode used, e.g. manual network selection, the undesired automatic selection of an adjacent PLMN instead of the desired HPLMN in border areas, can be avoided at switch-on.

The user shall be given the opportunity to change mode at any time.

Except as defined below, the MMI shall be at the discretion of the UE manufacturer.

The UE shall contain display functions by which Available PLMNs and the Selected PLMN can be indicated.

In shared networks a radio access network can be part of more than one PLMN. This shall be transparent to the user, i.e. the UE shall be able to indicate those PLMNs to the user, and the UE shall support network selection among those PLMNs, as in non-shared networks.
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
