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1. Overall Description:

SA1 have noted the LS from CT3 on “Charging implications of SCUDIF”. (TD S1-060060)

SA1 likes to note the following:

Interoperator agreements are probably sufficient to solve the outlined issue, keeping in mind the limited amount of traffic crossing network boundaries and additionally being affected by this behaviour. Especially large multinational network operators may well use a single billing mechanism, thus avoiding that the outlined scenario occurs at all within their domain.

Giving up this flexibility for the cases where this behaviour occurs between networks due to different charging mechanisms SA1 considers a too big drawback for the vast majority of calls not being affected.

In the rare case where this behaviour could happen SA1 would rather prefer having the network initiated upgrade being blocked between the networks, leaving the flexible mechanism inside the operator’s network intact.

2. Actions:

To CT3:

In the lights of the SA plenary decision “….the SA WG1 CR should be agreed in principle and it should be determined whether the proposals can be implemented” and for the reasons given above SA1 would like to request that CT3 implement a mechanism such as the one presented in solution 1 and 2.
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
