Users shall be able to configure priorities of different TEs/MEs for terminating a specific service.
Users shall be able to change the active TE/ME for terminating a specific service.

Users shall be able to copy an active service from one TE/ME to multiple TEs/MEs…
Users shall be able to configure the activation policy of TEs/MEs. For example, a user configures his/her handset, PDA and laptop for video service. When terminating a video service, these TEs/MEs may be activated in priority sequence or simultaneously. Users may configure the policy based on personal habit, quality of service, movement, fee rate, etc.

Proposal

The following text is proposed for inclusion within Service Requirements for Personal Network Management STAGE1 (TS 22.259 v1.0.0).

· The User shall be able to control which terminals (UEs, as well as TEs and MEs of the same PAN) are part of his PAN via standard MMI procedures.

· The User shall be able to register and deregister TEs/MEs that can be used in her PAN.

· The User shall be able to activate and deactivate the TEs/MEs that have already been registered to his PAN.
· The Users shall be able to configure priorities ofa TEs/MEs list with priority for terminating a specific service.

· The Users shall be able to change the active TE/ME which is in TE/ME list for terminating a specific service.

· The Users shall be able to multiple an active service from one TE/ME to multiple MEs/TEs in the TE/ME list..

· The Users shall be able to configure the activation policystrategy of TEs/MEs in this list.
· When terminating a specific service, the TEs/MEs shall be activated according to the activation policy, e.g. in priority sequence or simultaneously.
· TEs/MEs without USIM shall be authenticated and authorized to access a PLMN by means of the USIM of a UE belonging to the PAN.

· MEs without USIM shall be able to directly access a PLMN (sequence 2) after successful authentication and authorization by using the USIM of the UE in the PAN (sequence 1) as shown in Figure 3.
