General

The SWG had 5 input documents. 4 could be handled during the meeting time, one was revised and withdrawn after an offline discussion.
Progress was made on the TR 22.868, especially in the area of use cases. Furthermore some enhancements for the handling of large numbers of terminals, considerations on security and considerations on addressing have been introduced.

The group expressed that the current version of the TR would be a good starting point for further ideas and enhancements but also that it would not be 50% complete at this point in time. Therefore it was decided not to send the TR for information.

It was remarked that in the PAYD (Pay As You Drive) use case some functionalities like using the car position for pricing may be regulatory restricted for privacy reasons and that this system may also be prone to fraud by manipulating the in-car GPS system.
It was also clarified that special UICCs according to military specifications would be available for harsh environment.
