The chairman presented S1-070814 and S1-070971.
3GPP SA decided to close SA WG1 and to reopen it, extending the mandate to take care of the common IMS/ IMS openness directive from PCG. The new group will not change the number scheme.

It was confirmed that the freezing date of Rel-8 stage 1 is December 2007.

The chairman reminded that the "new" SA WG1 meeting will be convened in July by co-convenors Mr. Dick Knight (BT) and Dr. Enrico Scarrone (Telecom Italia). The objective of the July joint meeting with TISPAN is to approve the WIs. The issues will cover not only the transfer of TISPAN work but also Common IMS/ IMS Openess. The chairman will discuss with Nick and send an agenda of July meeting by the end of next week.

It was reminded that companies attending either SA1#37bis or SA1#38 would be allowed to vote at the next SA1#39 meeting (January 2008) either in person or by proxy.

Some components will be finalized for Rel 7, and some others not. SA1 is asked to move to Rel 8 the requirements for IMS emergency call that has not been finalized yet in stage 2 and 3 within the Rel 7 context.

There were some concerns over the first two pre-conditions. Joerg (NSN): proposed to remove the second condition. Andre(Nokia) :It was commented that the last bullet is not roaming if UE is in its home network. It was commented that UE doesn't have to be registered in IM CN subsystem.

SA1 agreed with the concepts in the document, but the CR is not covering all the cases (e.g. WLAN access) and in some parts the text is not clear.

Kurt Bishinger (T-mobile) kindly volunteers to provide a revision. Interested company are invited to contact T-Mobile to develop the CR. The CR was revised to 989. Nokia provided wording on the last change. It was suggested to remove the last two sentences. The CR was revised to 1108 which was withdrawn.
T-Mobile proposed to go to SA plenary and ask more precise guidance. SA1 Chairman will report that SA1 is asking more guidance about which are the case supported currently in Rel 7, in order to align Stage 1 specification to the current state of Stage 2 (Rel 7). Currently SA1 has technical problem to identify clearly which cases can be supported by stage 2 and 3 in the release 7

The support of GRUU discussed during SA#35, and it was not possible to agree to make it mandatory. A CR (TD SP‑070246) was approved to make it optional, with a strong recommendation to support it, via a “should” recommendation. SA1 was asked to align the stage 1 to this decision (currently the support is mandatory)
Document S1-070968 contained a CR on Identification of a specific UE when multiple UEs share a single Public User Identity from Telecom Italia. SA1 chairman. SA#35 has decided that GRUU functionality is optional, with a “should” recommendation in stage 2 TS 23.228. The CR clarified the cases when the corresponding requirement is made mandatory or optional.
The technical content was agreed in principle, while the wording needs to be improved. Paul Carpenter (RIM) kindly offered to provide a revised version of the document. The CR was revised to 990 which was agreed to be sent to SA for approval.

Document S1-070972 contained an LS on Mobility interworking between 3GPP and WIMAX systems from Telecom Italia. 3GPP SA WG1 would like to inform WIMAX Forum that 3GPP TSG SA has approved the enclosed Change Request which introduces the requirements for mobility interworking between WIMAX and 3GPP systems into the relevant 3GPP requirements specification.
It was commented that the action doesn't make sense and it should come from SA. Stephen(SA chair) explained how to response to several LSs from different groups. The SA chair commented that it should be done on behalf of SA and we don't expect CRs and separate LSs coming to SA2. It was suggested to remove the action. The LS was revised to 992 which was agreed to be sent.

Document S1-070973 contained an LS on Answer to LSs on Mobility interworking from IEEE from Telecom Italia. 3GPP SA WG1 would like to inform IEEE 802.16 and IEEE 802.21 WGs that 3GPP TSG SA has approved the enclosed CR in SP-070483 (originally developed by SA WG1), which introduces the requirements for mobility interworking between WIMAX and 3GPP systems into the relevant 3GPP requirements specification. The LS was revised to 993 which was agreed to be sent.

In draft TS 23.401 and in TS 36.300 the terminology "Evolved Packet System", "Evolved Packet Core" and "E-UTRAN" is used while the abbreviations "SAE" and "LTE" are no longer used. SA1 was tasked to align its specification (namely 22.278) to this terminology.
Document S1-070880 contained CR to TS22.278: Alignment of terminology with SA2 from Rapporteur (T-Mobile). Related wording and abbreviations for "SAE" and "LTE" replaced with terminology "Evolved Packet System", "Evolved Packet Core" and "E-UTRAN".
There was some concern over the figure 3 containing E-UTRA and E-UTRAN which needs to be fixed. It was commented that the immediate subsequent text is misleading. Document S1-070830 contained an LS on the need of 'in sequence data delivery' from 3GPP SA WG2(S2-072275) SA2 is asking the following questions:
Q1: Whether supporting PDP type “PPP” is needed:

a) for LTE access;

b) for legacy 3GPP accesses (2G/3G);

c) for non-3GPP access;
Q2: To what extent is packet re-ordering acceptable for UE? (Note that “in sequence delivery” is not provided on the SGi/Gi reference points) 
The LS was noted and the proposed reply LS was provided in 918.
Document S1-070918 contained an LS on Proposed response to LS on the need of 'in sequence data delivery' from NTT DoCoMo. The LS is proposing a response to the LS that the PPP should remain.
Vodafone commented that there is no guaranteed sequence and we don't use PPP protocols. Ericsson commented that no customer requirements on PDP type PPP have been reported to Ericsson product manager and terminal is not going be used in E-UTRAN which will impact on system research. Nokia believed that it is an optional feature which increases complexity and costs. Samsung would like to avoid making terminal having high complexity. Nokia Siemens Network commented that the network has to check IP order and we don't see the need for SAE and LTE.

Telecom Italia supported NTT proposal because PPP is still used to connect business corporate customers.
It was noted that we have a legacy problem in terms of both servers and terminals. There was no consensus on using PPP protocols in SAE and LTE. It was suggested to have offline discussion. The doc 918 was noted and the reply LS was provided in 996 with both solutions. It was suggested to delete the first sentence of the actions. The LS was revised to 1109 which was agreed to be sent.
Document S1-070847 contained an LS on Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) specifications from 3GPP TSG CT(CP-070504). 3GPP TSG CT has discussed which specifications to lift to Release 7. As the responsibility for future maintenance of TS 23.140 has been transferred to OMA MWG-MMSG, 3GPP TSG CT does not intend to produce a Release 7 version of this specification.
SA1 agreed CT decision that CT does not intend to produce a Release 7 and it was agreed to remove the spec 22.140 v7.0.0 "Multimedia Messaging Service Stage1" from Rel-7. The secretary is tasked to provide for this. The LS S1-070847 was noted.

Document S1-070831 contained an LS on differentiation of MBMS related HTTP traffic from other HTTP traffic from 3GPP SA WG4(S4-070397). SA4 is asking SA1 to confirm the need to allow the separation of MBMS related interactive traffic from other traffic.
The draft an LS shall underline how are the SA1 expectations and state that it is not for SA1 to decide about the solution. Joerg volunteered to draft an reply LS. The LS was provided in S1-070997.

Document S1-070997 contained an LS on Reply on LS on differentiation of MBMS related HTTP traffic from other HTTP traffic from 3GPP SA WG1. SA1 confirms that clearly there is an implicit requirement to be able to distinguish between user generated traffic of other interactive services – for which the user may be charged – and MBMS related interactive traffic of the MBMS User service. The LS was revised to 1126 which was agreed to be sent.

Document S1-070832 contained an LS on the term ‘Number Portability’ from 3GPP SA WG2(S2-071478). SA2 is asking SA1 consideration of the recommended revised definition of ‘Number Portability.’
The answer was postponed to July meeting. An email discussion led by Marco De Luca will prepare a proposal to be submitted to SA1#37bis, to be discussed also in the context of the IMS openess, being the issue of interest for different business contexts. Some companies were expressed concern because the revised definition is not correctly fixed to mobile case. The LS was noted and the answer will be provided for the next meeting.
Document S1-070838 contained an LS on OMA Customized Multimedia Ringback (WID 0142) and Customized Multimedia Ringing (WID 0143) from OMA TP(OMA-LS_199). OMA is asking 3GPP SA1 and TISPAN WG1 to review the attached proposal for a work item (WID 0143) to specify a Customized Multimedia Ringing enabler and provide feedback.
This work has also relations with a WI (TR) currently developed in TISPAN, and that it will be presumably part of the transfer to 3GPP related to the Common IMS/IMS Openess initiative.

For this reason SA1 consider more appropriate to develop the answer at SA#37bis, possibly together with the TISPAN WG1 experts. The LS was noted and the answer will be provided for the next meeting.
It was commented that there will be some overlap between part of TISPAN but we don't know how much it will be related. It was proposed to postpone to the next joint meeting with TISPAN experts. SA1 agreed to postpone the answer to the next meeting. The LS was noted and the answer will be provided for the next meeting.
Document S1-070839 contained an LS on further questions on Rate-Adaptive Real-time Media from 3GPP RAN WG2(R2-072189). RAN2 is asking SA1/SA4 to answer the indicated questions 1) and 2) below, and indicate which approach they think should be selected for E-UTRAN rate control.
1)
What is SA4’s intention w.r.t. uniquely specifying the full application behaviour for some main RT services, i.e. does SA4 intend to fully specify the end-to-end application behaviour for some main RT services planned to be used in LTE (e.g. VoIP, Video) e.g. in the Rel-8 timeframe ?

2)
Does SA1 see a requirement to fully specify the application behaviour for some main RT services (close to the concept of “Teleservice” we had before), or does SA1 think that the application behaviour can remain quite loosely specified even for the main RT services in LTE ?
It was commented that MMTEL is something like a teleservice which is rather fully specify and we need to fully specify the application behaviour. The answer to question 2) is essentially yes, we have this case for MMTEL and we could have this for other services in future. T-Mobile kindly volunteered to prepare an answer to the LS. The reply answer to 839 was provided in 998 which was copied to SA2 and SA4. It was revised to 1125 which was agreed to be sent.
Document S1-070840 contained an LS on Response to LS on neighbour cell list in LTE from GERAN(GP-071070). TSG GERAN is asking TSG SA WG1, TSG SA WG2, TSG CT WG1 and TSG RAN WG3 to provide guidance on whether
-
the aspect of forbidden location areas, 

-
the scenario of RAN network sharing for LTE networks and  

-
the scenario of national roaming support from a single GERAN network in case of multiple LTE networks 

should be taken into account in the design of inter-RAT cell reselection / handover procedures by TSG GERAN.

In principle all the functionality existing between GERAN and the pre-LTE accesses are still valid between GERAN and LTE, when reasonably applicable. So the different cases mentioned in the LS in the question to SA1, should be supported.
It was commented that it shouldn't be any mapping needed between location areas and tracking areas. It was commented that LTE doesn't use location areas and 22.011 needs to be addressed. It was considered that all these functionality and feature should be applied all the features in 22.011 in principal. Robert(Telia Sonera) kindly volunteered to draft an LS. The LS was noted and the reply LS was provided in 999 which was revised to 1115 and agreed to be sent.

Document S1-070462 contained an LS on Continuity of IMS Services from SA2(S2-070993). SA2 decided that it is appropriate to study the general problem of IMS service continuity in Rel-8 timeframe. SA1 and CT1 are asked to take the above decision into account and consider possible changes to their relevant specifications.
The LS was noted and the corresponding CR was provided in 910.
Document S1-070910 contained a CR from Samsung in accordance with a LS on Contribution on Continuity of IMS Services (S1-070462) received from SA2.. The CR to TS22.234 deletes the requirements on service continuity.
Luisa(Cingular) wondered why IMS is referenced in the reason for change which is nothing to do with service continuity. It was answered that it was because LS from SA2 used the term, IMS service continuity. It was questioned whether it is related to VCC (service continuity between IMS and CS) or not. It was clarified that it was not. It was answered that there was no exact IMS stage1 requirement on IMS service continuity in TS 22.228.
It was commented that the section 6.4 should be left as "Void". 

It was clarified that we are not removing the entire feature related to VCC but we are removing requirements in specific recommendation.

Concern raised over the expression IMS session continuity. It was proposed to change this to PS - PS session continuity between I-WLAN and GPRS. The CR was revised to 1000. Other comment added. It was revised to 1116 and agreed to be sent to SA for approval.
Document S1-070979 contained an LS on Draft reply LS on Continuity of IMS Services from Samsung. SA1 encourages the continuation of this activity in the Rel-8 timeframe. The LS was noted.
Document S1-070882 contained an LS on Location Based Service support in E-UTRAN from TSG RAN(RP-070513). RAN is asking SA1 :

-
What are the LBS requirements for UE’s in LTE e.g. w.r.t. positioning accuracy and circumstances under which this positioning accuracy needs to be obtained ?
The LS was noted.
Document S1-070957 contained an contribution on Location Based Service support in E-UTRAN from Qualcomm. It was seen that there is a need to revise the requirements in the close future due to new FCC requirements. The contribution recommended that a reply not be sent to TSG RAN until the above issues have been adequately addressed. The contribution was noted.

Document S1-070931 contained a proposed reply LS on Location Based Service support in E-UTRAN from Ericsson. SA1 proposes RAN and SA2 to consider SA1 answer and take it into account in related specifications.
SA1 agreed that the current requirements in 22.071 apply also to E-UTRAN and evolved 3GPP system. It was also observed that the text in 22.071 may require a revision to make this understanding explicit (extending the references to previous 3GPP access and systems). SA1 decided to create Rel-8 22.071 and MCC is tasked to produce the Release 8 version of TS 22.071. 
SA1 agreed that regulatory requirements need to be taken into account.
Ericsson kindly agreed to provide a revision, stating also that these requirements would change due to an update of the regulatory requirements and attaching the FCC new requirements. The LS was revised to 1001 and FCC document  was attached to LS. The LS was revised to 1117 which was agreed to be sent.
Document S1-070985 contained an LS on Accounting and Charging from ETSI TISPAN WG2(13bTD575)

The LS was sent to SA5 and copied to SA1. It recommends that AoC and other charging related functions shall be considered already for 3GPP R7 if possible. It was commented that this will probably trigger specification work in SA1 on AoC within the scope of common IMS. The LS was noted.
Document S1-070881 contained an LS on 3GPP – non3GPP mobility from TSG RAN(RP-070512). RAN requests SA WG2 to ensure that mobility with non 3GPP systems addresses both single radio and dual radio configurations. The LS was noted.

Document S1-070837 contained an LS on Data Volume Report Function in eUTRAN from 3GPP RAN WG3(R3-071211). RAN3 is asking SA2 to give feedback whether the Data Volume Report function is needed in eUTRAN. The LS was noted.

Document S1-070883 contained a discussion document on Enhanced voice quality and performance for LTE Speech Conversational Services Rel-8 from Orange. This contribution is proposing to work on voice conversational services scenarios and speech codec requirements for enhanced voice services over LTE.

It was clarified that the objective of this contribution is to send a liaison statement to SA4 on the impact on speech codec and open a new WI in SA4 for studying new codecs.
It was proposed to analyze the use cases to understand the trade-off respect to the complexity and the current codecs. It was commented that we should look service requirement and scenarios. NSN : It was commented that we don't need to have separate WIs and it is sufficient to make change requests.
It was commented that TISPAN needs to be taken into consideration. Interested companies are invited to contact Tim Haysom (Orange) to verify the possibility to open a Study Item on the issue, possibly in SA#37 meeting. The contribution was noted.
Document S1-071071 contained a proposed Study Item on Enhanced voice codecs for LTE/SAE in Rel-8 from Orange. The main objective of this work is to study enhanced performance requirements for voice and mixed content conversational multimedia service scenarios for LTE/SAE (as well as existing networks) and their impact on speech codecs.
Peter(Ericsson) requested more time to discuss the WID with SA4 colleagues. Some work is for further study.  Samsung supported this study item. The WID was revised to 1094. It was revised to 1118 which was agreed.

Document S1-071085 contained a LS on new SA1 study item on Enhanced voice codecs for LTE/SAE in Rel-8 from 3GPP SA WG1. TSG SA1 have assigned SA4 as secondary responsibility for this study item and welcomes further liaison between the groups as this work item proceeds.

The LS was revised to 1095. The Action to SA4 was added to the LS. It was revised to 1119 which was agreed to be sent.
Document S1-070928 contained a WID on the Use of the GPRS in parallel to VGCS/VBS from Huawei. The objective of this work item is to create the required change requests to existing VGCS/VBS specifications and related specifications to enhance VGCS/VBS with the additional capabilities to support GPRS services in parallel.
It was asked to delete the second paragraph on railway network in section 3. SA1 agreed the content of WID in principal. Amar kindly offers the rewording of the title. The WID was revised to 1114. Improved wording to Justification. MMI aspect should be none. It was revised to 1124 which was agreed.
Document S1-070942 contained a proposed Work Item on 'End User Identification' from Nokia Siemens Networks  T-Mobile, Vodafone and Nokia. 
It was questioned on the bullet lists 4 and 5. It was asked about the type of requirements It was commented that the WID could be a study item rather than work item. It was agreed to remove bullet number 5. NSN clarified that the WID doesn't change the current architecture and structure of identities that exist in 3GPP. Peter(Ericsson) proposed not to make this to study item and make a container TR that can cover more study. The document was revised to 1002. It was revised to 1110 which was agreed.
Document S1-070951 contained a contribution on Optimisation of capacity utilization through control of flexible user traffic from Motorola. This paper describes this proposed control and suggests some advantages that operators could enjoy through its deployment. By intelligently deferring access by such flexible traffic during real time traffic peaks significant gains in effective RAN utilization can be achieved.
Andre(Nokia) believed that this item is a sort of study items in SA2 not in SA1. There was some concern over increasing complexity in UE. RIM(Andrew) had a concern that this is quite a high level of application stuff dedicated to scenario and strong coupling in handset. The contribution was noted.
Document S1-070952 contained a WID on Control of Flexible User Traffic from Motorola. This objective is to investigate how such a feature might be used, the potential benefit and what changes to the 3GPP specifications might be appropriate.
It was commented that this is rather a priority service introducing a prioritized service and subscription which is going away from what we achieve here. Vodafone had a concern about USIM and believed that more study is needed. It was suggested to study problems and use cases and then go to adapt the stage1 work. The WI was noted.

Document S1-071084 contained a WID on Registration in Densely-populated area (RED) from NTT DoCoMo. This objective is to specify the requirements for providing the same availability to access communication service to large number of users on the move, changing location/routing area.

Andre(Nokia) believed that the coordination with SA2 is not appropriate. Frederic(NTT DoCoMo) commented that SA1 is the right WG to discuss this issue first and the other groups will be the next. It was suggested to create WI in SA2 and have them primary responsibility. It was understood that the activity seems to be more related to SA2 specifications, probably is better a primary responsibility of SA2. If the requirements are still unclear it is suggested to clarify them using the old WI ad SA#37bis, and then to open a new WID in SA2 (or to update the current WID passing the responsibility to SA2). The document was noted.
Document S1-070929 contained a contribution on Introduction of Instant Call service from Huawei. The contribution introduces instant call, Push to talk, Instant talk and the benefit of instant call.
It was commented that this feature is complex and asked what significant changes will MSC have . It was answered that the only minor change of MSC is update of software. Samsung commented that the requirement of the feature is similar to the PoC and the main idea is fast call setup time optimization which is discussed in other working groups. Also it was clarified that this feature applies to GERAN only. It was commented that there are many competing technologies with the same issue and customers want to pay less money. The chair thanked Huawei for the presentation and Huawei will get feedback from interested companies.

4 sessions of the Converged MultiMedia Conferencing (CMMC) SWG were held in 2 days.

-
10 delegates attended the meeting, agreeing on 14 contributions to TR 22.948.

-
The meeting closed the ‘white spots’ in the TR and resolved outstanding issues and editor’s notes.
-
The TR is in a good shape now, a final check should be done until the next meeting and the remaining outstanding issues should be resolved. It is expected that after the SA1 July meeting the TR can be sent for SA approval.

-
2 sessions at the July meeting should suffice to finalize the TR. 

-
Open issue: the relationship of CMMC with IMS Multimedia Telephony and it’s supplementary services (including the CONF supplementary service) needs to be addressed and clarified.

On the conclusions section it was decided to recommend to specify CMMC in 3GPP. A new requirements specification should be developed, based on the proposed requirements in this TR.

It was decided to align the title of the TR to the WID. The new title is: “Study of Requirements of IP-Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) Convergent Multimedia Conferencing”.
It was asked, what ‘re-evaluation’ concerning the conclusion should mean. It was clarified that within the scope of Common IMS TISPAN will introduce the CONF (supplementary service to MMTEL) to 3GPP. Document S1-070911 contained CR to TS22.278: Service continuity between 3GPP RAT and non 3GPP RAT from Samsung. The CR is adding the new section on voice call service continuity between 3GPP RAT and non 3GPP RAT.

NSN believed that the change is too far from the above section 7.1.4.2. Andre(Nokia) agreed to the first part of change but had some concern about non 3GPP RAT case described in the second part which is covered by 7.1.4.2. SA1 agreed to delete the last sentence of the second paragraph. The CR was revised to 1097 which was agreed to be sent to plenary for approval.

Document S1-070953 contained CR to TS22.278: on Access network discovery from Nokia Siemens Networks. The CR clarifies the requirement on providing the UE with access network information pertaining to locally supported non-3GPP access technologies.

Niels(Qualcomm) commented that the first change is unnecessary and the last change on the capabilities of non 3gpp access doesn't relate to the requirements of SAE but relates to the requirements of non 3GPP access network. NSN believed that 3GPP specific information should be able to be received in UE from non 3GPP access network. There was a consensus on introducing the requirement on information from other access. It was commented that the section is not the right place to put in the requirement. The CR was revised to 1098. It was revised to 1112 which was agreed to be sent to SA for approval.
Document S1-070936 contained contribution on Release 8 specification gap analysis for the Evolved Packet System (EPS) from Vodafone. There is still a need to identify and ensure that existing 3GPP stage 1 requirements are aligned with the requirements for the Evolved Packet System (EPS). The contribution lists several 3GPP requirement specifications that are thought to be applicable to the Evolved Packet System.
Document S1-070939 contained CR to TS22.278: Addition of list of applicable specifications for the EPS and amended scope from Vodafone. The CR added new Annex with a list of 3GPP Rel-8 specifications. Scope amended to say that the specifications listed in annex [X] contain one or more requirements that apply to the Evolved Packet System.
John(Vodafone) reported that not all of list but some changes may be needed to align the requirement for EPS. It was clarified that SA2 spec are applicable to identify stage1 requirements with EPS as well as 22-series. Robert(Nortel) commented that 22.101 is missing from the list. Niels(Qualcomm) commented that the specs 22.004, 22.080 and 22.096 are not applicable because they describe circuit switched services which have similar functionalities on PS domain and these can be separated out. Peter (Ericsson) proposed that rather than putting all into a normative annex the section 2 should be used to hold normative references. NSN didn't support to put supplementary services to this table as this will be handled within MMTEL and commented that each specs need to be checked and identified. Qualcomm partly agreed John's approach and suggested to split the list into two categories. 

SA1 agreed in principle a need to clarify the applicability of existing specification to TS 22.228. But the approach presented in the document and the list of specification require further elaboration, so it was decided to setup a email discussion chaired by John Watson (Vodafone) to progress the issue for the next meeting.

It was suggested to split the table into two parts -  one is normative and the other is informative. Possible initial SA1 indications are identified:

- Include an informative annex with the specification of general applicability to 22.278, but that are needing further CR elaboration to become formally applicable to 22.278. This is mainly to share the SA1 understanding to the other groups

- Put explicit references in the appropriate normative text of 22.278 to all the specification that are applicable, and to the one that will become applicable after appropriate CR that extend them to the EPS.

The contribution and the CR was noted and Vodafone will trigger email discussion.

Document S1-070946 contained CR to TS22.278: Multiple IP session from Telecom Italia. The CR adds at the exisiting requirements on IP session control the ability for the users to have multiple PDN connections for different services and for the operator to apply policies to control the appropriate session combination.

Document S1-070845 contained an LS on eCall Standardisation from EC INFSO. The LS is a letter to 3GPP SA Chair and EC hope that the next plenary meeting of the 3GPP SA will result in significant progress. The LS was noted.
Document S1-070974 contained CR to TS22.101: Documents relevant to eCall Driving Group requirements from Airbiquity. The document provides background information about the eCall requirements agreed within the eCall Driving Group as referenced in the European Commission’s  “eCall Standardization letter”, submitted/presented in S1-070845. The European Commission requested ETSI to take on this task of standardizing the technology for transmitting a MSD from the IVS (In vehicle system) to the PSAP operator, which includes voice and data from the vehicle to the PSAPs taking into account the specified DG eCall requirements.
It was seen that there is a negotiation between PSAP and eCall manufacturers. It was asked what information PSAP want and what information eCall manufacturer want to do. It is trade-off.
The mandatory bytes is 29 bytes and it evolves to 59 bytes out of 140 bytes over time. It was commented that optional field must be included even if no information is available because eCall manufacture would like to include additional information.
Document S1-070884 contained CR to TS22.101: Requirements for eCall from T-Mobile. The CR is adding new requirements for transfer of data during emergency calls and the minimum set of data and a requirement on the UE.
It was questioned on the second change. There was some concern about the expression "A UE designed to transfer". There was online re-wording of the first and the second change. It was suggested to change the Note to normative text. The CR was revised to 1003 which was agreed to be sent for approval.
Document S1-070975 contained CR to TS22.101: Requirements for eCall from Airbiquity. The CR is proposing further clarification to the requirements regarding performance and reliability. It is pointed out that the entire 140 byte minimum set of data (MSD) shall be sent to the PSAP operator within 4 seconds, and that acknowledgement shall be done at the transport layers and not the application layers.
Andre(Nokia) commented that the original text of the first change is more clear and the real requirement should be "PSAP shall acknowledge the received the data". It was commented that we should be careful when using terminology of SA4 and the third change is repeated. RIMS had some concern about the second change which is believed Stage 3 spec work. The second change is covered by the other CR. The CR was noted.
Document S1-071004 contained contribution on eCall use cases from T-Mobile. The contribution contains use cases introduced at SA4#44. SA4 thinks that the introduction of use cases is more related to SA1, for which purpose they will be introduced. T-Mobile proposes that SA1 should endorse the above use cases and make SA4 aware of them so that they can use to speed up the standardisation of a suitable solution for the support the transfer of data during an emergency call as well as to conclude the evaluation of the existing solution.
SA1 agreed on this use case in principal and decided to send an LS which was provided in 1005. The contribution was noted.

Document S1-071005 contained LS to SA4 on on eCall requirements. SA1 requests that S4 take the new requirements and use cases for the eCall Data Transfer standardization work into account. The LS was revised to 1099. It was revised to 1107 which was agreed to be sent.
Document S1-071026 contained LS on eCall: Exact Formulation of Requirements and First Results via CTM from SA4. SA4 is asking SA1:
-
Clarify whether there is an essential (mandatory) part of the MSD, and if so, clarify the size of this essential (mandatory) part.  

-
Clarify the possibility of prioritizing the MSD data in order of importance. 
-
Confirm or upgrade the exact formulation of Requirements as given in S4-070409 and S4-070410.

It was recognised that the answer to Q1 is the whole 140 Bytes of the MSD should typically be made available to the PSAP within 4 seconds.

Ian Harris(RIM) commented that the mandatory part and optional part can be totally different independent module to transfer and we don't know what optional part will contain. It was commented that SA1 don't have requirements for question 2 and 3 for the moment and SA1 is not responsible to define the contents of MSD which is not within the scope of SA1.
Rhys(Airbiquity) commented that the possibility of prioritizing the MSD data is out of scope of 3GPP.

It was agreed to send two LSs saying it's out of our scope. The reply LS was provided in 1100 and 1083 which were revised to 1106 and 1101 respectively and agreed to be sent.

Luisa(Cingular) asked why wideband speech needs to be mandatory which might have codec. It was answered that it is for the improved user experience and we can avoid transcoding. Cingular had a concern and didn't want to make AMR codec mandatory. NSN supported this CR. It was asked what the wideband speech codec. T-Mobile explained wideband codec and commented we need to get better codecs and better voice quality.
Some 4 companies(Vodafone, RIM, Samsung, Motorola) believed that wideband speech should not be mandatory. There was no consensus respect to having a Wideband Default codec in all the terminals. The CR was noted.
Document S1-070949 contained CR to TS21.905 to define 'Service Continuity' in the 3GPP vocabulary from Nokia Siemens Networks. The CR is adding Definition of ‘Service Continuity’ as given in TS 22.278 (SAE Requirements). The CR was agreed
Document S1-070885 contained CR to TS21.905: Proposal to add EPS, EPC, E-UTRAN from T-Mobile. The CR is adding definitions and abbreviations for Evolved Packet System (EPS), Evolved Packet Core, Evolved UTRAN (E-UTRAN).
Document S1-070986 contained CR to TS21.905: Proposal to add E-UTRA and E-UTRAN from T-Mobile. The is a mirror CR of S1-070885. The CR cover page needs to be corrected. 

It was commented that there are no definitions of E-UTRAN and UTRAN. The CR was agreed to be sent for approval.
Document S1-070907 contained CR to TS42.069: TCRT: Clarification of interactions with supplementary and other GSM services from Nortel Networks, Nokia Siemens Networks. The CR is making modifications of text regarding COLP, COLR, CUG, eMLPP and GPRS supplementary services. The CR was revised to 1103 which was agreed to be sent for approval.
Document S1-070908 contained CR to TS42.068: TCRT: Clarification of interactions with supplementary and other GSM services from Nortel Networks, Nokia Siemens Networks with similar content as in S1-070907. The CR was revised to 1104 which was agreed to be sent for approval.
Document S1-070960 contained CR to TS22.115: Tracing of unsuccessful calls and sessions from Telecom Italia. The CR is adding requirements for tracing and charging of unsuccessful calls and sessions.
Niels(Qualcomm) commented that if a call is unsuccessful we don't know the subscriber. It was commented that the CR should not be put in the charging specification.

The reference to lawful agencies was considered not correct respect to this document. The new requirements on the events to be traced were considered reasonable. Telecom Italia accepted to enhance the CR for the next meeting removing the references to the legal interception aspects. The CR was noted.
