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	Since the Parlay OSA web service APIs were created, significant changes have occurred in relation to identity management frameworks within the wider web services industry.  Parlay OSA web service APIs are currently incompatible with such initiatives.  As part of Release 8, the Parlay OSA APIs will be updated to include support for other web service initiatives ongoing within the industry, Identity Management will prove vital to the creation of state of the art mash-ups between the telecom world and the IT domain.  The Parlay OSA APIs need to be updated in order to reflect the ongoing changes in the industry and to provide a suitable API interface for 3rd Party Developers to create innovative applications on mobile and fixed networks.
