	Up to now, the UICC, and the operator throught the UICC, had a certain control over the outgoing communication from the UE.

This feature is known as "call control", and is particularly usefull under some circonstances of for some application, where the UICC can replace a dialed number by the user by a more appropriate one, like short numbers to reach the cutomer care line (the short number can always be the same from the user point of view, but the real customer care line can have their real number changed transparently over the time by the operator).

It is indicated in the USAT requirements that "the communication control capability applies to all mobile originated requests independent of the applicable data exchange capability".

However, the data exchange capabilities have greatly evolved lattely, and needs to be updated in the USAT requirement specification accordingly to the technical evolutions of the 3GPP system.
One of these evolutions is the deployement of IMS, and the various applications existing throught it. 

In that sense, the IMS communication capability have to be taken into account, as the use cases from the operators to use the call control apply also to this new comunication ability (Voice call over IMS, multimedia telephony, etc).

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8.2 
Communication control capability

The communication control capability is a mechanism whereby the use of communication resources is either initiated by the USAT application or modified by the USAT application subsequent to a user action. If supported by the ME, the ME shall, at the time of the user initiated communication request, inform the UICC of the current cell location identity. The UICC shall indicate to the ME if the presentation of information (display, tones etc.) shall be restricted to the explicit presentation of USAT supplied information or if it is required to present standard PLMN information (e.g. network responses) in addition to the USAT supplied information.

It shall be possible for the UICC:

·  to initiate and terminate a (UICC initiated) communication request with or without explicit confirmation by the user

·  to allow, bar or modify a communication request initiated by the user

·  to replace a user initiated communication request by another communication request (e.g. replace call request by an SS action etc.).

It shall be possible for the SAT/USAT serving environment to enable/disable the communication control capability. As an option, dependant on the subscribers' subscription and the application, the user may enable/disable the communication control capability via a SAT/USAT serving environment and/or under the control of the Network Operator. The user shall be notified by the ME in case network service is lost as the result of disabling the communication control capability.

The communication control capability applies to all mobile originated requests independent of the applicable data exchange capability. Explicitly it applies to voice calls and to all services listed in the section "USAT data exchange capabilities requirements" (e.g. SMS, supplementary service, circuit switched connection etc.). The communication control capability applies also to IMS based communications (e.g. data, VoIP, etc).
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
